	Revisions to Provisions/Clauses to Accommodate Sealed Bidding and Simplified Procedures in Commercial Item Acquisitions: This rule revises the provision at 52.212-1 to facilitate the use of sealed bidding or requests for quotations for commercial items.
	Agreed to final rule on 11/14/01 subject to reclama.  Discussed proposed revisions to the definition of “offer” in the provision.  Case manager will provide revised definition for review and concurrence.

	Competition Requirement for Purchase of Services Pursuant to Multiple Award Contracts:  This case will implement Section 803 of the Defense Authorization Act for FY 2002 (as yet not passed).  Section 803 requires competition in the purchase of services by DoD pursuant to multiple award contracts.
	Agreed to proceed further once legislation is enacted.  Further Congressional or other clarification

is possible.  Status report due on 12/12/01.


NOTE 1:  Extension for an additional two years of the special contracting authority for commercial items up to $5M at FAR 13.5 is anticipated advised Ms.Angela Styles, Administrator, OFPP, at yesterday's DAR Council meeting.  Ms. Styles attended the meeting to observe the DAR Council rulemaking process.   Ms. Styles indicated that the extension should be finalized shortly by governmentwide amendment to an appropriations or other similar Act.  The current program authority expires on December 31, 2001.

NOTE 2:  During her brief remarks to the DAR Council, Ms. Styles indicated that she favors taking a cautious approach to initiating further acquisition reforms until we take some time to consider more closely and thoughtfully the reforms that have been initiated thus far and where additional reforms may be needed. 

                 She also stressed the importance of communicating more clearly the intent of acquisition regulations.  The focus should be on good transparent rulemaking.

NOTE 3: The current extension of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the Small Business Administration and DoD that permits DoD to award contracts directly to 8(a) Program participants expires on December 31, 2001. DFARS Case 2001-D016 will incorporate a follow-on Partnership Agreement into the DFARS to succeed the current MOU.
