NOTE 1:  The DAR Council did not meet the week of November 20, 2000.

NOTE 2:  The FAR rule implementing Section 508 of the Workforce Investment Act of 1998, FAR Case 1999-607, Electronic and Information Technology (EIT) Accessibility, is at OMB for clearance prior to publication in the Federal Register. This proposed rule revises the FAR to incorporate standards for accessibility by Federal employees with disabilities and members of the public with disabilities to electronic and information technology developed, procured, maintained or used by federal agencies.  Under the FAR rule, acquisitions of EIT will be required to meet the EIT accessibility standards unless an exception applies, e.g., would impose an undue burden.  When acquiring commercial items, an agency will be required to comply with those accessibility standards that are available in the commercial marketplace in time to meet the agency’s delivery requirements.

NOTE 3:  The DUSD(AT&L) has expressed concerns over the lack of oversight of large service contracts, and has directed the DUSD(AR) to come up with a policy memo, prior to his departure from DoD, that would require oversight measures similar to major weapons systems on large service contracts.  DDP concurs with the concept.
