	CAS Administration: Amend FAR 30.6 to add a process for determining monies due the Government as a result of contractor changes in cost accounting practice.

	Electronic Representations and Certifications: Requires contractors to submit electronic representations and certifications via the Business Partner Network

	Fulford Doctrine: At GSA’s request, revise the FAR to eliminate the Fulford Doctrine (ASBCA 2144 (1955)) by regulation.
	Agreed to make no changes to the FAR.  Notify GSA of our decision.

	2002-026
	Procurements for Defense against or Recovery from Terrorism or Nuclear, Biological, Chemical, or Radiological Attack: 
Implements Sections 852 through 856 of the Homeland Security Act of 2002, enacted on November 25, 2002.  These sections provide new authorities for acquisitions of property or services by or for an executive agency, that are to be used to facilitate defense against or recovery from terrorism or nuclear, biological, chemical, or radiological attack.
	Agreed to continue discussion on December 18, 2002.

	2002-D033
	Indian Incentive Program—Commercial Items: Implements Section 8021 of Pub. L. 107-248, the Defense Appropriations Act for FY 2003.  Section 8021 provides funding and new conditions relating to $500,000 threshold and applicability of the Indian Incentive Program to commercial items.
	The DAR Council members could not reach consensus on the meaning of the statute.  The DAR  Council Director to query Congressional staffers to attempt to ascertain Congressional intent before proceeding further with this case.
