	Definition of “Subcontract” in FAR Subpart 15.4:  Exclude Section 15.407-2, Make-or-Buy programs, from the definition of “subcontract” at 15.401. 
	Agreed to final rule.  DAR staff processing.

	Electronic Commerce in Federal Procurement:  Implement Section 850 of FY98 National Defense Authorization Act, which requires establishment of policies and procedures to employ electronic commerce in the conduct and administration of the procurement system.


	Agreed to incorporate into the case implementation of Section 810 of  the FY2001 Defense Authorization Act, which authorizes publication of procurement notices through the governmentwide point of entry upon designation in the FAR. Agreed to discuss new draft interim rule on January 3, 2001.

	Performance-Based Service Contracts Using Part 12 Procedures:  

Implement Subsection 821(b) of the FY2001 National Defense Authorization Act (Public Law 106-398) that authorizes DoD to treat performance-based service contracts/task orders valued at $5M or less as commercial items if certain conditions are met.
	Agreed to draft interim rule. DAR staff processing.

	Reporting Requirements Relating to Multiyear Contracts:  Implement Section 806 of the FY2001 National Defense Authorization Act  (Public Law 106-398) that requires an annual report that addresses all multiyear contracts, regardless of dollar value.  Also requires a separate report prior to entering into a multiyear contract or extension above $500M if the information required by Section 2306b, Title 10, for the contract or extension was not included in the annual report.
	Agreed to final rule.  DAR staff processing.

	Review of Acquisition Plans for Purchases of Conventional Ammunition:  Consistent with Section 806 of the FY99 National Defense Authorization Act and a USD(AT&L) policy memorandum dated November 20, 2000, require all DoD components to submit acquisition plans for purchases of conventional ammunition to the Assistant Secretary of the Army (ALT), Deputy of Ammunition, for review and concurrence.
	Agreed to final rule.  DAR staff processing.
