And the States?

- State Forestry Departments assist their
rurals, managing Federal grants and FEPP

- /'The FS and the States have co-op
agreements for the use of FEPP.

- States set up agreements with local
departments — mutual aid.

« So... The USDA Forest Service and the

States are partners with locals to protect
lives and property.




And then?

- The State screens forappropriate
property, takes custody of it, and
transports it home.

+ Title remains with Forest Service.
