1. Attendance:  

a. This AMC/DLA Day will be a HQ Corporate-to-corporate meeting, specifically oriented to issues that impact Army readiness.  It is intended to provide a forum for AMC/DLA logisticians to address mutual issues, establish initiatives, and adjust the course of our future direction.

b. VADM Lippert is co-hosting the event with the Commander, Army Materiel Command, engendering a Corporate-to-corporate approach.  Attendance is limited to flag officers and senior executive service civilians for HQ DLA, the DLA Field activities, and HQ AMC and their major subordinate commands along with HQDA.

2. Meeting Location:  DLA Headquarters Complex, 8725 John J. Kingman Road, Ft. Belvoir, VA, in Room 2419, Command Conference Room, at the center of the building just behind the main visitor’s entrance.

3. Directions to DLA:

a. From the North:  95S to Newington exit.  Take Backlick Road, South – (becomes Fairfax County Parkway).  Left at 4th traffic light – John J. Kingman Road.  Right at 2nd traffic light into McNamara HQ Complex Gate 1 and parking.

b. From the South: 95 N to Newington exit.  Take Backlick Road, South – (becomes Fairfax County Parkway).  Left at 4th traffic light – John J. Kingman Road.  Right at 2nd traffic light into McNamara HQ Complex Gate 1 and parking.

4. Security and Parking:  Automobile registration is not required.  However, the Headquarters Complex (where DLA is located) requires all visitors to enter through the Main Gate (Gate 1).  You will be stopped at the gates to verify your visit to DLA.  The security guard will have a list of the AMC/DLA attendees.  For those attendees with VIP parking, the security guard will direct you to the reserved, marked parking spaces at the front of the building.  All others proceed to the designated conference parking.  After parking, proceed to the main lobby, located in the center of the building, and report to the main entrance.  Be prepared to undergo security checks commensurate with the level of FPCON.  There will be escorts available to direct you to the Command Conference Room (Room 2419).

5. Registration:  Registration will be conducted to the right of the main visitor’s entrance from 0700-0730 on May 4, 2004.
