Administrative Information

1.  Attendance: 
Marine Corps/DLA Day 2003 is an executive level conference co-chaired by the Director, Defense Logistics Agency, VADM Lippert,  and the Deputy Commandant for Installations and Logistics, LtGen Kelly. It is specifically oriented to issues that impact Marine Corps readiness. It is intended to provide a forum for Marine Corps and DLA logisticians to address mutual issues, establish initiatives, and adjust the course of our future direction. 
2.  Meeting Location: 

DLA Headquarters Complex, 8725 John J. Kingman Road, Ft. Belvoir, VA, on 2nd floor in Room 2419, Command Conference Room (CCR), at the center of the building just behind the main visitors entrance.
3.  Security and Parking:
a. The Headquarters Complex (where DLA is located) requires all visitors to enter through the Main Gate (Gate 1). You will be stopped at the gate to verify your visit to DLA. The security guard will have a list of the Marine Corps/DLA Day attendees.

d. After parking, proceed to the main lobby, located in the center of the building, and report to the guard station at the main visitors entrance. There will be escorts available to direct you to the CCR (Room 2419).
