1. Attendance:

Navy/DLA Day 2004 is an executive level conference co-sponsored by the Director, Defense Logistics Agency, the Deputy Chief of Naval Operations, Fleet Readiness and Logistics, and the Commander, Naval Supply Systems Command.  It is specifically oriented to issues that impact Navy readiness, with an eye on supporting the Navy’s transformation initiatives.  It is intended to provide a forum for Navy and DLA logisticians to address mutual issues, establish initiatives, and adjust the course of our future direction.  Attendance is limited to invited guests and those individuals who will accompany those invited guests.
2.  Meeting Location:
DLA Headquarters, 8725 John J. Kingman Road, Fort Belvoir, VA, on the second deck in Room 2419, Command Conference Room, at the center of the building just behind the main visitors entrance.

3.  Security and Parking:

a.  The McNamara Headquarters Complex (the building where DLA Headquarters is located) requires all visitors to enter through the Main Gate (Gate 1) on John J. Kingman Road.  You will be stopped at the gate to verify your identification and the purpose of your visit to DLA.  The security guard will have a list of Navy/DLA Day attendees.
For those attendees with VIP parking, the security guard will direct you to the 10 reserved, marked parking spaces in row 5B near the front of the building.  The 10 VIP parking spaces will be assigned to:
