  Title:  PDC 114,  Inclusion of  UII of Items in DLMS Transactions

  Description of Change:  This change updates DLMS transactions to carry UII data.  Component system changes which are required to support the integration of the UII data requirements are not identified in this change.     
4.       Procedures:   Modify DoD 4000.25-M, Defense Logistics Management System Manual as follows:
4.   Update DLMS manual front matter:
Terms and Definitions:
Enterprise Identifier (EID).  An activity identifier code assigned to the entity that is responsible for assigning unique Item Identifier to an item.  EID codes are uniquely assigned by a registration (or controlling) authority (e.g., Dun & Bradstreet’s Data Universal Numbering System (D-U-N-S), Uniform Code Council (UCC)/European Article Number (EAN), Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) code, NATO CAGE (NCAGE) Code.

Unique Item Identification.    A set of data elements that is globally unique and unambiguous, ensures data integrity and data quality throughout life, and supports multi-faceted business applications and users.  Formation of the Unique Item Identifier (UII) relies upon two primary methods of serialization:  (1) Serialization within the enterprise and (2) Serialization within the original part number of the enterprise.   The UII may be derived from a specified commercially accepted identification methodology or a composite structure defined by the DoD.  Refer to OSD policy and supporting documentation for specific guidance at  http://www.acq.osd.mil/UII/index.html.  Refer to MIL-STD-130L for specific guidance marking of U.S. Military property.

Issuing Agency Code (IAC).   The IAC represents the registration authority that issued the enterprise identifier.    The value for the IAC is assigned by the Registration Authority for ISO/IEC 15459-2, Registration Procedures. The current Registration Authority of ISO/IEC 15459-2 is NEN – Nederlands Normalisatie-instituut. The IAC can be derived from the data qualifier for the enterprise identifier and does not need to be marked on the item or carried in the DLMS transaction..

4.   Mapping and associated notes for ANSI ASC X12 formats are identified at Enclosure 1.  All changes are at the ANSI ASC X12 Version 4010 except as noted.  Changes will be carried over to XML equivalent transactions.  DLMS Supplements will also be prepared in ANSI Version 4060.  There is an advantage in migrating to the higher version because it provides for a 50 character reference identification which will better support the UII.  Field size of the UII has not been finalized; however, it is understood that the maximum field size will be at least 50 characters.  This will require use of an overflow field in some DLMS 4010 transactions.

5. REASON FOR CHANGE:     OSD policy for the UII states that the Unique Item Identifier shall be the primary pointer or key data element for the AIS in all computational functions including inventory acceptance, item accountability, storage, issue, receipt, valuation, maintenance, and disposal.  In support of this requirement, future logistics transactions must identify the UII.  This change is required to incorporate the UII as currently defined within DLMS logistics exchange transactions.  The UII is currently carried in DLMS as comparable to the serial number, but cannot constitute a UII under the new DoD definition. 
6. ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES:

6. Advantages:  Supports implementation of UII policy within the supply functional area.   Additional changes will be required to define the procedures for specific functional processes, e.g., requisition, receipt, and unique item tracking.  This change is intended to provide maximum flexibility in transmitting related UII/UIT data requirements.
6. Disadvantages:  Since not all related requirements have been identified additional changes may be required.
