Approved DLMS Change 49A, Revision to DLMS Supplement (DS) 517M, Material Obligation Validation (MOV) (Supply) 




This change to the DoD 4000.25-M, Defense Logistics Management System (DLMS), supercedes ADC 49 to include an additional administrative change to the DS 517M and to specify correct placement of the unit of issue note identified in the ADC 49.   Portions of this change require a corresponding change to the Federal IC prior to implementation.  The DS will be posted to the DLMSO web site (http://www.dla.mil/j-6/dlmso/ICs/Default.htm) immediately upon coordination/ approval from the DoD Electronic Data Interchange Standards Management Committee (EDISMC) and Logistics Functional Working.

1.  The DLSS DI Code is retained in the DLMS to facilitate transaction conversion in a mixed DLSS/DLMS environment.  Continued support of the DI Code in a full DLMS environment will be assessed at a future date.

	This data element was apparently dropped during IC development and is being reinserted.  DI Code is necessary to perform the conversion between DLMS and DLSS transactions.

  Alternatives:  None identified.
4.   REASON FOR CHANGE:  This change is required for successful conversion between the DLSS MOV transaction and the corresponding DLMS implementation.  Under the original DLMS concept the unit of issue applicable to the MOV would be resident in both the sender and receiver’s systems and transmission was not considered necessary.  Current thinking is that the unit of issue must be retained to support conversion and may be retained under the future DLMS.  The DI Code is also required for successful conversion of MOV transactions.
