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C19. CHAPTER  19

unique item tracking

C19.1   SCOPE.  The provisions of this chapter apply to the Military Departments including Coast Guard, and Defense Agencies (hereafter referred to as DoD Components) responsible for Unique Item Tracking (UIT).

C19.2   EXCLUSIONS.  Classified activities that determine visibility of specific Unique Item Identifier (UII) assets may compromise operational security shall request guidance from their DoD Component.  No DoD Component activity shall deviate from these requirements without the concurrence of the Unique Item Tracking Committee (UITC).  Submit request for deviation, to include appropriate justification, to the Defense Logistics Management Standards Office, ATTN: Chairperson, Unique Item Tracking Committee, Suite 1834, 8725 John J. Kingman Road, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060-6217 by traditional mail, or via electronic mail to:  DLMSO@dla.mil (when using electronic mail, include  “ATTN:  UITC Chair” in the subject line).

C19.3   GENERAL REQUIREMENTS.   This chapter provides procedures for applying for a UIT Designator Code (UITDC) (see paragraph C19.8), reporting, populating, updating, and reconciling UII assets in appropriate Component AIS related to/impacted by UIT.
. 

C19.4   SAFEGUARDING AND PHYSICAL SECURITY OF UNIQUE ITEM TRACKING RECORDED DATA.

C19.4.1   Secure AIS records in accordance with DoD 5200.1-R.

C19.4.2    Safeguarding AIS UIT recorded data doesn’t relieve units/activities from DoD Component requirements for physical, electronic, and procedural security of UII items.

C19.5   OBJECTIVES.  

C19.5.1   Establish continuous visibility over all UIT assets from their point of entry into the DoD logistics systems through disposal/demilitarization or shipment outside the control of DoD.  

C19.5.2   Re-establish visibility over an UII item previously shipped outside the control of DoD when it is reintroduced to DoD control. 

C19.5.3   Use standard logistics transaction procedures to interface UII reporting between/among materiel owners/ DoD Components and suppliers.  {STAFFING NOTE: The objective of this change is to encourage the use of DLMS standard logistics transactions to populate accountability and, if required, visibility records.  These procedures do not dictate how the Service systems accomplish UIT.  While integrated AIS accommodating UIT data seems preferred in modernized systems, the procedures also accommodate use with stand-alone UIT data registries when required.  To this end, the DLMS standard logistics transactions with UIT capability will have the necessary qualifiers to allow the transaction to be sent to a stand-alone UIT data registry in addition to the standard logistics AIS, IF required.}   

C19.5.4   All UITC registered DoD level (inter-Component) UIT programs shall be included in this Chapter.  

C19.6   ESTABLISHING VISIBILITY OF UII ITEMS.  Establishing visibility of UII items comprising a UIT program may begin at any point in the supply chain.  Customarily, for ‘cradle to grave’ UIT programs, initial tracking begins at time of shipment from the manufacturer.  Alternatively, a UIT program may begin after UII items are already in the DoD logistics system. 

C19.7   RESPONSIBILITIES FOR UIT.  DoD Components will:

C19.7.1   Maintain AIS necessary to track UII assets for which the materiel owner has or had accountability/visibility.  

C19.7.2   Submit existing and proposed DoD-level (inter-Component) UIT programs to the DoD UITC for registration and assignment of a Federal Logistics Information System UIT Designator Code (UITDC) (see appendix  X.X1 for assigned UITDCs).

C19.7.3   Assure that the Integrated Materiel Manger (IMM) applies the UITDC to every NSN comprising the DoD-level program, for which a UITDC isn’t already assigned.  The IMM assigns UITDCs to an NSN based on direction by the Component UIT central control point.  The UITDC provides Components a systematic means to identify that an NSN is subject to UIT.
C19.7.4   Coordinate inter-Component candidate UIT programs with the other Components during the nomination process.  Appendix  X.X2 contains the procedures for nominating and coordinating a UIT program candidate. 

C19.7.5     Provide the nominating Component the reason(s) for disapproval when a UIT candidate is disapproved for registration. 

C19.7.6   Request adjudication by the UITC when one or more Component disapproves a UIT candidate program. 

C19.8    STOCK NUMBERS.  If known/available, an item’s National Stock Number (NSN) in conjunction with the UII
 will be the preferred means for tracking an item in logistics AIS.  When available, the Unique Identifier (UID)
 will be the preferred UII.  If there is no NSN, the materiel owner(s) or an accountable activity will assign a local control number (LCN) until a valid management control number (MCN) or NSN can be obtained, or until the materiel owner is notified that an NSN will not be assigned.  {STAFFING NOTE: (1)  Some UIT programs require a minimum of three contiguous data elements to uniquely identify an item.  These data elements are:  the Manufacture Identification  [Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) code), Dun and Bradstreet (DUNS) number, or DoDAAC], Materiel Identification (part number, model number, etc), and Piece Identification (lot number or batch number, and/or serial number, etc.).   Accordingly, the DLMS Supplements (DS) will allow for these data elements.                  (2)   DLMS Supplements will be modified to include a specific qualifier for the UID.  To accommodate the UID length of 50 characters, the supplements associated with UIT will migrate to a higher version.  Most DSs are Version 4010 which does not support the 50-position UID}         

C19.9   DISCONTINUING VISIBILITY OF ITEMS.  Visibility tracking will cease when UII items are shipped outside the control of DoD or when demilitarization and/or disposal is confirmed.  Historical UII transactions will be retained in an inactive file. 

C19.10   RETENTION OF UII DOCUMENTATION.  Audit capability is required following UII document processing.  Audit capabilities include the establishment and maintenance of transaction history that will ensure and facilitate successful tracing of UII assets for the following periods:

· A minimum of 10 years for Controlled Inventory Items (identified in DoD 4100.39) and other items that may be designated by OSD and DoD Components and 

· A minimum of six years for non-controlled items.

C19.10.1   Source Documents.  Retain original documents or facsimiles, i.e., (microfilm, microfiche), Compact Disk-Read Only Memory (CD-ROM), etc., for at least three years.  Retain Foreign Military Sales source documents and financial records for 10 years from date of closure. 

C19.10.2   Transaction History.  AIS transaction history files associated with UIT shall include both the information system transaction record and the required source document information that prompted the information system transaction.  Transaction history records shall be organized and maintained in a manner that will ensure that accurate information can be retrieved and collated in a timely and reliable manner.   {STAFFING NOTE: DoD 4140.1-R requires that transaction histories be maintained for a least two years.  Due to the nature of UII items and based on the document retention requirements contained in the National Archives Records Administration (NARA) General Records Schedule (GRS) 6, the document retention period for Accountable Officer’s Records is six years three months.  The changes to C19.11 reflect a combination of in-place and recommended retention periods.}     

C19.11   DUE-IN FROM PROCUREMENT INSTRUMENT SOURCE.  When a procuring Component orders UII items from a production contractor, the procuring Component will ensure that the applicable Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation clause is included in the contract to require the contractor to provide UIIs.  The procuring Component will establish UII due-in records in accordance with due-in and advance receipt information procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 12 of this manual.  {Staffing Note: It is uncertain at time, how the UII information will be conveyed from the contractor to the logistics AIS.  The OUSD AT&L Unique Identification (UID) effort is looking at this aspect and considering use of Wide Area WorkFlow (WAWF) to obtain UID information from the contractor, as well as establishing and requirimg use of the necessary DFARS caluses to address the requirement for UID data. As currently envisioned, UID information will be sent to a “birth record registry.”  Use of DLMS Supplement (DS) 140B, Unique Item Tracking Reporting, is one means being considered to convey the UID data from the “birth record registry” to DoD logistics AIS.}  

C19.12   ADVANCE RECEIPT INFORMATION (ARI) FROM PROCUREMENT INSTRUMENT SOURCE. Upon establishing a due-in, the procuring Component will provide an advance receipt information (ARI) transaction to each intended storage activity.  

C19.13   SHIPMENT PERFORMANCE NOTICES.   When UIT designated program UII items are shipped from a contractor to activities within the DoD, the contractor is required to provide notification of shipment to both the materiel owner and the receiving activity in accordance with shipment performance notification procedures in Volume 4, Chapter 4 of this manual.

C19.14    MATERIEL RECEIPT FROM PROCUREMENT INSTRUMENT SOURCE. The receiving activity will notify the materiel owner when UII items are received from the Contractor.  Submit receipt, including UII(s), in accordance with receipt and material receipt acknowledgement procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 13 of the manual. 

C19.15   MATERIEL RECEIPT FROM OTHER THAN PROCUREMENT INSTRUMENT SOURCE.  The receiving activity will notify the shipping Component and, if applicable, the third party
 receiving Component, when UII items are received from other than a procurement instrument source in accordance with receipt and material receipt acknowledgement procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 13 of the manual. 

C19.16   RECEIPT REQUIRING SIGHT VERIFICATION (SV).  Some UIT programs may require the receiving activity to physically sight verify UII items at time of receipt.   (See UIT program-specific paragraphs in this Chapter).  Although AIT devices may significantly reduce human error, uploading UII(s) from AIT devices will not constitute SV.   SV requires the receiving activity to physically verify each item’s UII against data uploaded from AIT devices and/or accompanying shipping documentation.  The receiving activity will report receipt with sight verification to the materiel owner in accordance with materiel receipt procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 13 of this manual.  {STAFFING NOTE: Based on the objectives of this Change (see paragraph C13.5.3), the Unique Item Tracking Transaction Codes (UITTC) previously addressed with the UITC under DRAFT PDC 91, will transition to Management Codes.  Management codes will be used instead of the UITTC.  This transition will supplement data not currently available in Logistics (accountable) Transactions.           The proposed Management Code and Explanation (Receipt Related Transactions) for Sight Verification is as follows: Management Code XX – Request for Sight Verification.  Used to request sight verification of a UII program item.  A separate PDC will be staffed to propose new Management Codes applicable to UIT such as this one.}  

C19.17   UII RECEIPT DISCREPANCIES.  When UII(s) are received and/or sight verification does not match accompanying UII documentation (i.e., quantity and UII(s)), the receiving activity will record the actual quantity and UII(s) received, and notify the shipping activity of the discrepancy.  The receiving activity will submit a Supply Discrepancy Report (SDR) reflecting the appropriate discrepancy code for quantity discrepancies in accordance with SDR procedures in Volume 2, Appendix 3.  {STAFFING NOTE: When SDR Discrepancy Code Z1 is approved, the code and remarks section may be used to explain UII discrepancies.} 

C19.18   REINTRODUCTION OF UII ITEM PREVIOUSLY SHIPPED OUTSIDE THE CONTROL OF DOD.  When an UII item(s) previously shipped outside the control of DoD is reintroduced to DoD control, the receiving activity will report the receipt, including UII(s), to the materiel owner to whose account the item is being receipted in accordance with receipt procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 13 of this manual.

C19.19   CORRECTION OF ERRONEOUS RECEIPTS.  The preferred method for correcting receipt errors for complete or partial receipt reversal (accountable document quantity, UII(s), or both) is to submit a transaction reversal in accordance with receipt and MRA procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 13 of this manual. 

C19.20   CORRECTION OF UII OWNERSHIP WHEN RECEIPT DOCUMENT NUMBER IS UNKNOWN.  If the materiel custodian discovers that a UII(s) was reported to the wrong materiel owner but receipt reversal is not possible, the materiel custodian will notify both the current materiel owner and the rightful materiel owner.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 140B, Unique Item Tracking Report shall be used to effect this process.   This process also requires assignment of a new management code.  The proposed Management Code (Receipt Related Transactions) for ownership incorrectly reported is as follows: Management Code XX – Ownership incorrectly reported.  Used to identify UII assets for which ownership was incorrectly reported. Proposed management codes for UIT such as this will be staffed in a separate PDC.     (MJJ additional comment to Frank-I’m not sure what this paragraph is addressing, or why the receipt could not be reversed.  Suggest providing real-world example for formal staffing. Thnx)}
C19.21   MATERIEL REDISTRIBUTION AND RELEASE.  Most UIT programs will not require that the materiel owner direct the release of a specific UII(s).  Accordingly, the shipping activity will release the appropriate number and condition code of UII(s) items without regard to the UII(s) selected unless the UIT program specifies Issue by UII capability*.  Also applies to Disposal Release Order.  {STAFFING NOTE:  *June UITC discussion included comments that “issue by UII” may not be desired as a program specific option.  Rather, within a given program, issue by UII may be desired on an exception basis.   Issue by UII will involve a cost as it requires additional resources to pick the item with the specific UII for issue/release.  Accordingly, request alternatives for how to address  “issue by UII" if the capability is not handled as a program specific requirement.} 

C19.22   MRO/DRO SUPPORTING UII ISSUE CAPABILITY.  Some UIT programs require the capability to issue by UII.  See UIT program-specific paragraphs in this chapter.  When required, the materiel owner will direct release, including UII(s) in accordance with materiel release procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual. 

C19.23   INTER-COMPONENT SHIPMENTS FOR MAINTENANCE PURPOSES.  All maintenance support agreements and DIMSA will require that UII items shipped from one DoD Component to another for maintenance purposes, including UII(s) will be reported to both appropriate Components in accordance with material release procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.   

C19.24   SHIPMENT OUTSIDE THE CONTROL OF DOD.  The shipping activity will notify the materiel owner when an UII item is shipped outside the control of the DoD in accordance with materiel release advice procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.  The shipping activity shall also provide the appropriate code to identify shipment to other Agencies or shipment to Security Assistance programs (i.e., FMS/GA). 
C19.25   SHIPMENT TO DEMILITARIZATION AND/OR DISPOSAL.  The shipping activity will report to the materiel owner shipment of UII item(s) to demilitarization and/or disposal in accordance with materiel release procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.  In addition, the materiel owner will provide shipment status to the activity receiving the materiel in accordance with Volume 4, Chapter 4 of this manual.

C19.25.1.1   UII Issue.   The materiel owner will direct the storage activity to release a specific UII(s) in accordance with materiel release procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.

C19.25.1.2    Issue With/Without UII.  Whether or not the DRO specified the UII(s) to be shipped, the shipping activity will move the UII(s) to inactive status when decrementing the materiel owner’s accountable balance.  The shipping activity will notify the materiel owner when an UII item is shipped to demilitarization and/or disposal in accordance with materiel release advice procedure in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual. 

C19.25.2   Shipment With/Without UII.  Whether or not the DRO specified the UII(s) to be shipped, the shipping activity will notify the receiving activity when an UII item is shipped to demilitarization and/or disposal in accordance with shipment performance notification procedures in Volume 4, Chapter 4 of this manual. 

C19.26   SINGLE LINE CANCELLATION REQUESTS.  Cancel single-line requisitions in accordance with cancellation procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.  The quantity cited for cancellation will identify either the full or a partial quantity.  Cancel open MRO or DRO in accordance with materiel release procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.  

C19.27   REQUEST TO CANCEL MRO/DRO SUPPORTING UII ISSUE. (APPLIES ONLY TO UIT PROGRAMS WITH ISSUE BY UII CAPABILITY).  The materiel owner may request the storage activity cancel a MRO or DRO supporting UII Issue.  The storage activity reply will include UII(s) status and submit MRO or DRO cancellation requests in accordance with materiel release procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.  When the storage activity has no record of the MRO or DRO receipt, the storage activity will provide the materiel owner materiel/disposal release cancellation advice in accordance with materiel release advice procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual. 
C19.28   CANCELLED MRO/DRO SUPPORTING UII ISSUE. 
C19.28.1   The storage activity will confirm MRO or DRO cancellation to the materiel owner, including UII(s) in accordance with materiel release advice procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual. 

C19.28.2   The materiel owner will confirm MRO cancellation with status in accordance with material release advice procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual and provide supply status via DAAS to eligible status recipients.  The data are entered in the eligible status recipients AIS to remove UII(s) from intransit status.

C19.29   MRO/DRO SUPPORTING UII ISSUE CANNOT BE CANCELLED.  The shipping activity will also provide status to notify eligible status recipients that cancellation was not accomplished.  Submit status in accordance with materiel release advice procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.  Submit disposal release cancellation advice (to Defense Automatic Addressing System) in accordance with shipment status procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual. 
C19.30   MRO/DRO SUPPORTING UII ISSUE MATERIEL RELEASE DENIAL OR DISPOSAL RELEASE DENIAL.  The storage activity will report to the materiel owner when the requested UII(s) is not available for shipment.  Submit materiel release advice or disposal release denial, with the appropriate denial management code to denote requested UII(s) is not available for shipment in accordance with procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual.  The data are entered in the materiel owner AIS to remove UII(s) from intransit status to suspended status. 
C19.31   DISPOSAL RELEASE AND MATERIEL RELEASE CONFIRMATION.  For all UIT programs, the shipping activity will confirm materiel release and report UII(s) selected for shipment to the materiel owner.  Submit materiel release confirmation, including UII(s), in accordance with materiel release advice procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual. 

C19.32   CONFIRMATION OF SHIPMENT TO DEMILITARIZATION AND/OR DISPOSAL.  The shipping activity will report to the materiel owner shipment of a UII item(s) to demilitarization and/or disposal in accordance with disposal release confirmation procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual. 

C19.33   VISIBILITY REPORTING OF DEMILITARIZATION AND/OR DISPOSAL.  (APPLIES TO SELECTED UIT PROGRAMS) Some UIT programs limit demilitarization/disposal of an UII item to a designated organization(s).  See UIT program-specific paragraphs in this chapter.  The materiel custodian
 that receives confirmation of demilitarization/destruction will report to the materiel owner when demilitarization/destruction of the UII item has been accomplished. {STAFFING NOTE: This process is not currently available pending the determination of whether this process can be accomplished via logistics transactions.} 

C19.34   SHIPPING STATUS.  For all UIT programs, the shipping activity will report shipment status, with UII(s) selected for shipment, to the receiving Component in accordance with shipment status procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 4 of this manual. 

C19.35   PHYSICAL INVENTORY OF UII ITEMS.  Physical inventory of UII items and UIT program-specific inventories will be conducted in accordance with physical inventory procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 6 of this manual.  The following are examples of UIT program-specific inventories:

C19.35.1.1   Box/Row Count. For those UIT programs that specify box/row count  (e.g., DoDSASP, etc.) the following procedures apply: when UII items are banded and crated, the inventory shall consist of a 100 percent count as reflected by the number of items noted on container AIT devices or hard copy (i.e., box/row count).  Any evidence of tampering shall be cause for a container to be opened and a 100 percent count taken of the contents.  Similarly, if two box/row counts match neither the property accountability record nor each other, the container shall be opened, each item in the container shall be individually counted, and each UII shall be sight verified.    

C19.35.1.2   Inventory by UII.  When an UIT program is registered that requires inventory by UII, the inventory shall consist of a 100 percent physical count that physically sight verifies each item’s UII.  

C19.36   REPORTING OF MISSING, LOST, STOLEN, AND/OR FOUND OR RECOVERED UII ITEMS. Some UIT programs may require materiel custodians to report the loss and/or recovery of UII items (see UIT program-specific paragraphs in this chapter).  Loss and/or recovery reporting may be associated with physical inventory transactions or may occur independently.   

C19.36.1   Potential UII Loss.  The materiel custodian that discovers a potential loss of an UII item(s) will initiate the appropriate investigation(s) and will report the suspected loss to the materiel owner in accordance with DoD 7000.14-R, Volume 12, Chapter 7.  

C19.36.2   Potential Quantitative Loss With Known UII.  When the potential loss is associated with a quantitative inventory adjustment, and the UII is known, the materiel custodian will submit an inventory loss, including UII(s) in accordance with inventory adjustment – decrease procedures in Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7 of this manual. 

C19.36.3   Potential Quantitative Loss With Unknown UII.  When the potential loss is associated with a quantitative inventory adjustment but the missing UII cannot be identified, the materiel custodian will submit inventory adjustment – decrease without UII(s), and appropriate management code in accordance with inventory adjustment – decrease procedures in Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7 of this manual.  {STAFFING NOTE: A management code for inventory adjustment decrease without UII(s) has not been assigned.  The proposed Management Code and Explanation (Gain/Loss Related Transactions) for inventory adjustments decease for UIT program assets without UII(s) is as follows: Management Code XX –Potential Quantitative Loss With Unknown UII(s).  Used to report a potential loss when the missing UII(s) cannot be identified.} 

C19.36.4   Previously-reported UII Loss.  When a previously-reported UII cannot be physically located, and the potential loss is not associated with a quantitative inventory adjustment, the materiel custodian will identify suspected loss and place the UII(s) in suspended status and initiate UII-Level research.  Research suspected UII(s) loss in accordance with inventory adjustment – decrease procedures in Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7 of this manual.   {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 140B, Unique Item Tracking Report shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new management code.  The proposed Management Code (Gain/Loss Related Transactions) for inventory adjustment decease for UIT program assets previously reported loss is as follows: Management Code XX – Previously-reported UII Loss - Used to identify UII assets that cannot be physically located, and the loss is not associated with a quantitative inventory adjustment.} 
C19.36.5   Confirmed UII Loss (i.e., Unaccounted For, Lost, or Stolen).  After appropriate investigations have been completed, the materiel custodian that confirms the loss or theft of an UII item(s) will report the confirmed loss to the materiel owner.  

C19.37   RECOVERED UII ITEM.  The materiel custodian that recovers an UII item(s) previously reported lost (suspected or confirmed) will report subsequent UII recovery to the materiel owner.  

C19.37.1   Recovered Known UII(s).  When the UII item recovered is associated with complete or partial inventory loss reversal and the UII(s) is known, submit inventory adjustment – decrease with UII(s) and appropriate reversal indicator in accordance Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7 of this manual. 
C19.37.2   Recovered Unknown UII(s).  When the UII item recovered is associated with complete or partial inventory loss reversal but the UII(s) is missing/illegible/mutilated, submit an inventory adjustment – decrease with appropriate reversal indicator in accordance Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7 of this manual. 

C19.37.3   Recovered UII(s) (No Record of Inventory Gain/Loss).  When the UII item recovered cannot be associated with either a current or prior inventory loss or inventory gain reversal, but was previously reported by the materiel custodian, the materiel custodian shall submit the appropriate transaction and management code to restore the UII(s) to active status.  Submit inventory adjustment transaction with appropriate management code in accordance with the physical inventory and adjustment procedures in Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7 of this manual.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 140B, Unique Item Tracking Report shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new management code.  The proposed Management Code (Gain/Loss Related Transactions) for inventory adjustment increase for UIT program assets not previously reported as an inventory loss or gain reversal, is as follows:  Management Code XX – Recovered UII(s) (No Record of Inventory Gain/Loss) - Used to identify recovered UII(s) that are restored to active status.} 
C19.37.4   UII Item Found (Not Previously Reported).  The materiel custodian that finds an UII item(s) not previously reported to be in their custody will establish UII reporting to the materiel owner.  The materiel custodian shall complete inventory adjustment research and, if necessary, submit the appropriate transaction and management code to restore the UII(s) to active status.  Submit inventory adjustment transaction with appropriate management code in accordance with the physical inventory and adjustment procedures in Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7 of this manual.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 140B, Unique Item Tracking Report shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new management code.  The proposed Management Code (Gain/Loss Related Transactions) for inventory adjustment increase for UIT program assets not previously reported as an inventory loss or gain reversal, is as follows:  Management Code XX – UII Found (Not Previously Reported).   Used to report found UII(s) to appropriate ICP.}

C19.37.5   UII(s) Found (Previously Reported Inventory Gain).  When the UII item found is associated with a physical inventory gain, submit inventory adjustment – increase; with UII(s) in accordance with Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7. 

C19.37.6   UII(s) Found (No Record of Inventory Gain).  When the UII item found is not associated with a physical inventory gain, the UII data will be entered in the materiel owner AIS and the materiel custodian AIS to identify initial registration, open the UII record, and place the UII in active status.  The materiel custodian shall complete inventory adjustment research and, if necessary, submit the appropriate transaction and management code to restore the UII(s) to active status.  Upon completion of research submit inventory adjustment transaction with appropriate management code in accordance with the physical inventory and adjustment procedures in Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7 of this manual. {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 140B, Unique Item Tracking Report shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new management code.  The proposed Management Code (Gain/Loss Related Transactions) for inventory adjustment increase for UIT program assets found not previously reported as an inventory loss or gain reversal, is as follows:  Management Code XX – UII Found (Not Previously Reported).   Used to report found UII(s) to appropriate ICP.}

C19.37.7   PERIODIC BOTTOMS-UP RECONCILIATION (BUR).  (APPLIES ONLY TO SELECTED UIT PROGRAMS)  Some UIT programs may require materiel custodians to periodically submit a reconciliation transaction for each UII item in their possession (see UIT program-specific paragraphs in this chapter). The Component will establish a reconciliation schedule and notify reporting activities of the cut-off date and submission date.   

C19.37.8   BUR Transaction.  Each materiel custodian will conduct a BUR in accordance with an established reconciliation schedule.  The data are entered in the materiel custodian AIS to establish an audit trail of the BUR and to provide a baseline for rejected and/or missing reconciliation transactions.  The data are entered in the Component AIS to verify the accuracy of the Component UII records, to reject erroneous transactions, and to determine missing transactions.  Submit BUR transactions in accordance with location reconciliation procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 6.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently available for the UIT Program.  DS 846R, Location Reconciliation shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new category of management codes.  The proposed category is “Location Audit Program Related Transactions” and is defined as “The following management codes are assigned for use in location reconciliation-related transactions.”  The proposed Management Code (Location Reconciliation Related Transactions) for established BUR reconciliation schedule is as follows: Management Code XX – Bottoms Up Reconciliation.  Used to report intra- or inter-Component location reconciliation of UIT program assets.}

C19.37.9   Matching BUR Record.  An UII BUR transaction that matches the Component AIS will be considered reconciled.  No further action is necessary.

C19.37.10   BUR Record Not Matched.  The Component will send a BUR reject to the materiel custodian when an UII BUR transaction does not match the Component UII record.  The data are entered in the materiel custodian AIS to elicit a corrected BUR transaction.  The data are entered in the Component AIS to establish a reject suspense for the corrective action.  Submit BUR transactions in accordance with location reconciliation procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 6.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently available for the UIT Program.  DS 846R, Location Reconciliation shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new category of management codes.  The proposed category is “Location Audit Program Related Transactions” and is defined as “The following management codes are assigned for use in location reconciliation-related transactions.”  The proposed Management Code (Location Reconciliation Related Transactions) for established BUR reconciliation schedule is as follows: Management Code XX – Bottoms Up Reconciliation.  Used to report intra- or inter-Component location reconciliation of UIT program assets.  This process also requires the use of “Error Transaction Reject Codes” which will be staffed separately for use with the DLMS TS 824 Reject..}

C19.37.11   BUR Transaction Not Received.  The Component will send a BUR reject to the materiel custodian when the Component AIS contains an active UII for which the materiel custodian failed to submit a BUR transaction.  The data are entered in the materiel custodian AIS to elicit a BUR transaction or a duplicate of the transaction that moved the UII to inactive status.  The data are entered in the Component AIS to establish reject suspense for the corrective action and/or follow-up. Submit BUR transactions in accordance with location reconciliation procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 6.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently available for the UIT Program.  DS 846R, Location Reconciliation shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new category of management codes.  The proposed category is “Location Audit Program Related Transactions” and is defined as “The following management codes are assigned for use in location reconciliation-related transactions.”  The proposed Management Code (Location Reconciliation Related Transactions) for established BUR reconciliation schedule is as follows: Management Code XX – Bottoms Up Reconciliation.  Used to report intra- or inter-Component location reconciliation of UIT program assets.  This process also requires the use of “Error Transaction Reject Codes” which will be staffed separately for use with the DLMS TS 824 Reject.}

C19.37.12   BUR Reject Response.  The materiel custodian will respond to a Component BUR UII reject by submitting a BUR reject response, including UII.  The data are entered in the Component AIS to ensure compatibility with the materiel custodian AIS and clear the Component reject suspense.  The data are entered in the materiel custodian AIS to complete the audit trail of corrective action.  Submit BUR transactions in accordance with location reconciliation procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 6.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently available for the UIT Program.  DS 846R, Location Reconciliation shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new category of management codes.  The proposed category is “Location Audit Program Related Transactions” and is defined as “The following management codes are assigned for use in location reconciliation-related transactions.”  The proposed Management Code (Location Reconciliation Related Transactions) for established BUR reconciliation schedule is as follows: Management Code XX – Bottoms Up Reconciliation.  Used to report intra- or inter-Component location reconciliation of UIT program assets.  This process also requires the use of “Error Transaction Reject Codes”  which will be staffed separately for use with the DLMS TS 824 Reject..}

C19.37.13   BUR Follow-Up.  The Component will send the materiel custodian a BUR follow-up transaction when a BUR reject response is not received within 60 calendar days.  The data are entered in the materiel custodian AIS to elicit a BUR transaction or a duplicate of the transaction that moved the UII to inactive status.  The data are entered in the Component AIS to establish an audit trail of corrective action. Submit BUR transactions in accordance with location reconciliation procedures in Volume 2, Chapter 6.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently available for the UIT Program.  DS 846R, Location Reconciliation shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires assignment of a new category of management codes. .  The proposed category is “Location Audit Program Related Transactions” and is defined as “The following management codes are assigned for use in location reconciliation-related transactions.” The proposed Management Code (Location Reconciliation Related Transactions) for established BUR reconciliation schedule is as follows: Management Code XX – Bottoms Up Reconciliation. Used to report intra- or inter-Component location reconciliation of UIT program assets.  This process also requires the use of “Error Transaction Reject Codes” which will be staffed separately for use with the DLMS TS 824 Reject.} 

C19.38   MULTIPLE CLAIMANTS.  The Component will notify the materiel custodian when an UII reported received is already active against another materiel custodian/reporting activity.  The Component will verify active and inactive records.  

C19.38.1   Unreported Shipment.  If the current active record is a receipt, the Component will reject the existing receipt to the materiel custodian for possible corrective action.  The data are entered in the materiel custodian AIS to cause the materiel custodian to verify active and inactive UII records, and if necessary, to physically sight verify the UII item.  The data are entered in the Component AIS to establish the BUR reject suspense record.  The Component shall submit the appropriate transaction to identify receipt and transaction reject code. {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 140B, Unique Item Tracking Report shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires the use of “Error Transaction Reject Codes” which will be staffed separately for use with the DLMS TS 824 Reject.}      

C19.38.2   Unrecorded Receipt.  If the current active record is other than a receipt, the Component will contact both reporting activities and request each physically sight verify the UII item.

C19.39   MULTIPLE CLAIMANTS
 REJECT RESPONSE. If the reporting activity determines that the multiple claimant reject was due to an unreported shipment, the reporting activity will submit two transactions to the Component.  Submit an appropriate transaction to identify the appropriate type of shipment i.e., shipment within DoD (including to disposal/demilitarization); shipment to FMS/Grant Aid; shipment outside DoD control; and initial registration and shipment and the appropriate transaction to identify receipt reject.  The data are entered in the Component AIS to resolve the multiple claimant error and to clear the reject suspense.  The data are entered in the materiel custodian AIS to complete the audit trail of corrective action.    {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 140B and 888B shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires the use of “Error Transaction Reject Codes” which will be staffed separately for use with the DLMS TS 824 Reject.}
C19.40   SIGHT VERIFICATION BY MULTIPLE CLAIMANTS.  The Component will contact both materiel custodians involved to request each sight verify the UII item in question.  Each reporting activity will notify the Component when sight verification has been accomplished.  The data are entered in the Component AIS and the materiel custodian AIS to record sight verification. {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions. DS 140B shall be used to effect this process. This process also requires the use of “Error Transaction Reject Codes” which will be staffed separately for use with the DLMS TS 824 Reject.}
C19.40.1   UII(s) Incorrectly Recorded.  If sight verification discloses that the UII has been incorrectly reported, the materiel custodian will correct the erroneous UII record using procedure in paragraph C19.17 of this Chapter.
C19.41   Duplicate UII(s).  If sight verification confirms there are duplicate UIIs within the same NSN at two or more materiel custodians, the Component will direct all but one of the materiel custodians to affix a specified alpha suffix to the duplicate UII.  UII items located in the wholesale system will be suffixed first, to the extent possible.  The materiel custodian will report initial registration of a suffixed UII item to the Component.  The data are entered in both the Component and materiel custodian AIS to establish and maintain a complete historical cross-reference record of the UII suffixed.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 140B shall be used to effect this process.  This process also requires the use of “Error Transaction Reject Codes” which will be staffed separately for use with the DLMS TS 824 Reject.}
C19.42   MULTI-FIELD CORRECTIONS.  The materiel custodian will notify the materiel owner when changes are necessary to correct erroneous information (i.e., stock number, UII, and owning DoDAAC).  The data are entered in the Component AIS and the materiel custodian AIS to correct the UII records.  The Component AIS and the materiel custodian AIS will retain a complete cross-reference of multi-field corrections.  {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 888B shall be used to effect this process.}
C19.43   MULTI-FIELD CORRECTION REJECTS.  The Component will reject to the initiating materiel custodian any multi-field correction that does not match active and inactive UII records. The data are entered in the Component AIS to establish the reject suspense record.  The data are entered in the materiel custodian AIS to elicit a corrected transaction. {STAFFING NOTE: This required process is not currently addressed by standard logistics (accountable) transactions.  DS 888B shall be used to effect this process.}
C19.44   STOCK NUMBER CHANGE WITH PHYSICAL INVENTORY REIDENTIFICATION.  When the NSN/MCN/LCN is re-identified, the materiel custodian will notify the materiel owner, including UII(s) in accordance with inventory adjustment increase/decrease procedures in Volume 2, Chapters 6 and 7.

C19.45   DoD-LEVEL UIT PROGRAMS 

C19.45.1   DOD SMALL ARMS SERIALIZATION PROGRAM (DODSASP).  

C19.45.1.1   OBJECTIVES:

C19.45.1.1.1   Establish continuous visibility over all small arms by UII from the contractor to depot, in storage, intransit to requisitioners, in post, camp, and station custody, in the hands of users, during turn-ins, in renovation, and during demilitarization/disposal.  The definition of weapons that comprise a small arm is provided at DoD 4000.25-M. {STAFFING NOTE: There have been several recommendations that the definition of Small Arms be updated.  The following NATO definition was informally recommended: “Small Arms and Light Weapons - Small arms are broadly categorized as those weapons intended for use by individual members of armed or security forces.  They include revolvers and self‑loading pistols; rifles and carbines; sub‑machine guns; assault rifles; and light machine guns.  Light weapons are broadly categorized as those weapons intended for use by several members of armed or security forces serving as a crew.  They include heavy machine guns; hand-held under‑barrel and mounted grenade launchers; portable anti‑aircraft guns; portable anti‑tank guns; recoilless rifles; portable launchers of anti-tank missile and rocket systems; portable launchers of anti‑aircraft missile systems; and mortars of caliber’s less than 100 mm.”}

C19.45.1.1.2   Interface the small arms UII reporting between the DoD Components using standard procedures.

C19.45.1.1.3   Provide follow-up procedures for delinquent shipment/receipt transactions.

C19.45.1.1.4   Provide reconciliation procedures.

C19.45.1.1.5   Provide law enforcement agencies, within 72 hours, the identification of the last known accountable activity having a specific UII small arm.

C19.45.1.2   EXCLUSIONS TO DoDSASP.

C19.45.1.2.1   Privately owned weapons and small arms purchased with non-appropriated funds are exempt from DoDSASP since civil authorities under the Gun Control Act of 1968 control these weapons.  (This does not include small arms and weapons that are classified as claimed and confiscated property.)  Classified activities that determine specific small arms should not be registered under DLMS provisions should request guidance through appropriate channels from their DoD Component.

C19.45.1.2.2   DoD activities with small static inventories may request deviation from DLMS requirements provided the Joint Small Arms Coordinating Group (JSACG) concurs and the DoD UITC chairperson approves the deviation.  Requests for deviation, to include appropriate justification, will be submitted to the DLMSO address provided in paragraph C19.2 of this manual.

C19.45.1.3   RESPONSIBILITIES

C19.45.1.3.1   Be operated by the Department of the Army.

C19.45.1.3.2   Assign an MCN/NSN and/or UII when a materiel custodian reports a small arms without an NSN and/or small arms (except museum pieces) with missing, obliterated, mutilated, or illegible UIIs.

C19.45.1.3.3   Provide a single point for inquiry for designated DoD UII assets (i.e., DoDSASP, CCISP and RATTS) that are on hand, in transit, in maintenance, lost, stolen, demilitarized, or shipped outside the control of DoD.

C19.45.1.3.4   Provide law enforcement agencies, within three working days, the identification of the last known materiel custodian (to include telephone number) having a specific UII.  Respond to other inquiries, depending on volume and existing workload, as expeditiously as possible.

C19.45.1.3.5   Record all UII inquiries from law enforcement agencies and appropriate Military and civilian activities. Contact the appropriate Component(s) when duplicate UII assets are identified in and among Component Repositories and direct the materiel custodian(s) accomplish the following: sight verify duplicate UII(s), affix the specified alpha suffix to all but one of the duplicate UIIs, and maintain complete historical cross-reference of the suffix actions.  Assets located in the wholesale system will be suffixed first, to the extent possible.  

C19.45.1.4   Component will:

C19.45.1.4.1   Maintain and control an automated active and inactive history file to control small arms UIIs for which they have or had accountability.

C19.45.1.4.2   Update files based on transaction reporting, perpetuating suffix codes from all receipt, issue and adjustment transactions

C19.45.1.4.3   Use standard DLMS Supplements for inter-Component interface affecting small arms status in Component AIS.

C19.45.1.4.4   Identify duplicate UIIs recorded on the Component AIS and take the following actions: request altering instructions from the DoD UII Visibility Center for all but one of the duplicate numbers, suspend movement of these weapons pending verification of the record and/or receipt of instructions for modifying the UII on the weapon.

C19.45.1.4.5   Provide available data and initiate appropriate action to the DoD UII Visibility Center when they request information on the behalf of a law enforcement agency.

C19.45.1.4.6   Annually verify Component AIS records by stock number and quantity using depot accountable records and materiel owner files.

C19.45.1.4.7   Report weapons lost, damaged, or destroyed in accordance with DoD 7000.14.  

C19.45.1.4.8   Identify on the Component AIS an UII potentially or confirmed lost, damaged, destroyed, or recovered.

C19.45.1.4.9   Submit semiannual reports to the chairperson, Physical Security Review Board, in accordance with DoD 5100.76-M, for all weapons stolen, lost or recovered.

C19.45.1.4.10   Perform an annual reconciliation, by UII, stock number, and quantity, with all activities recorded on the Component AIS as having materiel accountability and/or possession of small arms.

C19.45.1.4.11   Report to the JSACG chairperson all new weapons or devices that could be construed as weapons.  The JSACG responsibilities are delineated in DoD 4140.1-R. The Chairperson will determine whether an item is reportable and will notify Component JSACG members.  When no clear determination can be made, the full JSACG will discuss.  The mailing address for the JSACG is: Defense Logistics Management Standards Office, ATTN: Small Arms Program Administrator, Suite 1834, 8726 John J. Kingman Road, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060-6217.

C19.45.1.5   SAFEGUARDING AND PHYSICAL SECURITY OF RECORDED DoDSASP DATA.  The small arms data contained in the AIS records of the DoD UII Visibility Center could produce classified data if the total number of UIIs by weapon type were summarized.  Consideration should be given to security of the small arms records due to their sensitive nature.  DoD 5200.1-R applies. 

C19.45.1.6   DoDSASP OPERATING PROCEDURES. The custodian will accomplish DoDSASP reporting in accordance with general UIT procedures (e.g., due-in, receipts, materiel release/redistribution, physical inventory, loss/gain reporting, and demilitarization/ disposal) earlier in this chapter.

C19.45.1.7   DISCREPANT SMALL ARMS RECEIPT.  The receiving activity will follow-up with the shipping Component within 10 calendar days when an UII(s) is received without a ARI, when the UII(s) received does not match the UII(s) selected for shipment, and when the UII is missing, obliterated, mutilated or illegible, etc.  The data are entered in the receiving activity AIS to establish an audit trail of corrective action.  The data are entered in the shipping Component AIS to elicit corrective action.  When no ARI was provided to the receiving activity AIS, the data are used to open the UIT record (also see paragraph C19.17). 

C19.45.1.8   SMALL ARMS WITHOUT AN NSN AND/OR UNIQUE IDENTIFIERS.  Small arms without an NSN and/or small arms (except museum pieces) with missing, obliterated, mutilated, or illegible UIIs, when determined, will be reported to the DoD UII Visibility Center by the custodian, for review and assignment of an MCN/NSN and/or UII.  Assignment of LCN or MCN will not replace or be used in lieu of procedures to request assignment of an NSN where applicable.  To obtain a small arms NSN and/or UII, the materiel custodian will provide the following information by message, data facsimile, or letter: stock number, UII if available, and description (e.g., make, model, caliber, nomenclature, etc.).

C19.45.1.9   CEREMONIAL AND/OR TRAINING WEAPONS.  Weapons modified or rendered inoperable for ceremonial or training purposes are still subject to DoDSASP reporting.  If there is no NSN already assigned to the modified weapon, the materiel custodian will obtain a new NSN from the DoD UII Visibility Center.

C19.45.1.10   NONAPPROPRIATED FUNDED, PRIVATELY OWNED, OR CAPTURED SMALL ARMS.  Immediately register the following categories of  small arms when they come under DoD control:

C19.45.1.10.1   Claims property (i.e., private property whose title has passed to DoD as a result of a claim against the Government due to its damage in connection with Government activities, usually movement of household goods).  

C19.45.1.10.2   Confiscated small arms (i.e., private property whose title has passed to DoD as a result of being confiscated by appropriate authority, usually as a result of being abandoned and/or unauthorized for personal possession).  

C19.45.1.10.3   Lost, abandoned, or unclaimed privately owned small arms that are processed through a Board of Officers for actions described in DoD 4160.21-M, chapter VI, and weapons that are captured or confiscated during peace keeping operations or war.

C19.45.1.11   INITIAL REGISTRATION OF A FOREIGN WEAPON.  The materiel custodian will immediately register a foreign weapon when it comes under DoD control.  The data are entered on the materiel custodian AIS, Component AIS, and the DoD UII Visibility Center AIS to open the UII record and place the UII in active status.  If unidentifiable UII characters (i.e., non-English alpha characters and/or non-Arabic numerals) can be translated into an alpha/numeric equivalent, permanently inscribe the translated UII on the weapon and report the weapon to the Component Repository and the DOD UII Visibility Center.  When the foreign UII cannot be translated, the materiel custodian will request the DoD UII Visibility Center assign an UII, permanently inscribe the UII on the weapon, and report the weapon to the Component and DoD UII Visibility Center (also see paragraph C19.6). 

C19.45.1.12   MOBILIZATION.  The DoD UII Visibility Center and the Component Repositories will continue to operate and be maintained In the event of mobilization or other emergency.  As an exception, an individual Component may temporarily suspend UII reporting in an emergency situation.  The data are entered in the custodian AIS and the Component AIS to place the UII(s) in suspended status.   

C19.45.1.13   MASS STOCK NUMBER CHANGE.  The DoD UII Visibility Center or Component will accomplish a mass stock number change.  The data are entered in the DoD UII Visibility Center AIS and the Component AIS to effect a mass stock number change.

C19.45.1.14   MASS DODAAC/UIC CHANGE.  The DoD UII Visibility Center or Component will accomplish a mass DoDAAC/UIC change.  The data are entered in the DoD UII Visibility Center AIS and the Component AIS to move all UIIs from one materiel custodian’s DoDAAC/UIC to another’s (usually as the result of unit redesignation).  Only one transaction is required to change the DoDAAC/UIC in all UII records.  

C19.45.1.15   MISSING, LOST, STOLEN, AND/OR RECOVERED UII ASSETS.  The DoD Components shall establish procedures to assure reporting of lost, stolen, unaccounted for, and/or recovered small arms under the provisions of DoD 4140.1-R, DoD 5100.76-M and DoD 7000.14, Volume 12, Chapter 7.     

C19.45.1.16   SMALL ARMS RECEIPT FOLLOW-UP (I.E., INTRANSIT).  Unless the shipping Component receives a receipt confirmation within 30 calendar days for CONUS shipments and 90 calendar days for overseas shipments, the shipping Component will send the receiving activity an UII Receipt Follow-up in accordance with paragraph C19.17.  If no response is received within 10 calendar days, the shipping Component will send the receiving activity an electronic transmission (message) with an information copy to their higher headquarters.  If the receiving activity fails to reply to the message, the shipping Component will report the weapon UII(s) as suspected missing, lost, or stolen to the following: the appropriate investigative agency, the shipping activity Accountable Officer (AO), the receiving activity AO, the ICP (if applicable), and the DoD UII Visibility Center (see paragraph C19.45.3.1).

C19.45.1.17   SMALL ARMS REPORTED RECEIVED WITHOUT COMMENSURATE SHIPMENT.  The receiving Component will follow-up with the shipping Component when no UII shipment transaction is received within 10 days of the small arms receipt.  The data are entered in the shipping Component AIS to elicit an image of the UII shipping transactions.  The shipment transactions will be used by the receiving Component AIS to confirm that the UII(s) received match the UII(s) selected and shipped.  If no response is received within 10 calendar days, the receiving Component will send the receiving activity an electronic transmission (message) with an information copy to their higher headquarters. 

C19.45.2   SECURITY RISK CATEGORY I NON-NUCLEAR MISSILES AND ROCKETS [Information to be added.]

C19.45.3   RADIATION TESTING AND TRACKING SYSTEM (RATTS) PROGRAM.  

C19.45.3.1   RATTS is a program established to provide regulatory and statutory compliance with federal, state, and local regulations for the use of radioactive materials in fielded chemical defense equipment and in industrial applications.  maintain visibility of radioactive source UIIs and wipe test results. It is designed to provide strict control and identification of all radioactive sources to comply with Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) license requirements.  

C19.45.3.2   Items Subject To Reporting.  The cell, detector chemical (a component of the M43A1 detector), and the drift tube module (a component of the chemical agent monitor (CAM)) are reportable.  In turn, the M43A1 detector and M43 alarm are components of the M8A1 chemical agent alarm.  The drift tube module in the CAM is the key component of the end item.  Hereafter the cell, detector chemical and CAM drift tube module are identified as radioactive “sources.” The requirements for these reporting standards as set forth in the NRC License 12-00722-13 and 12-00722-14.

C19.45.3.3   NRC License.  The NRC licenses require UII control of the radioactive source throughout its life cycle.  The NRC requires a wipe test on an annual basis for the M43A1 detector radioactive source and CAM radioactive source.  In addition, the M43A1 detector radioactive source and the CAM radioactive source must be wipe tested within 6 months of transfer to another activity.

C19.45.4   NAVY DEPOT LEVEL REPARABLES (NDLR) PROGRAM. [Information to be added.]
C19.45.5   THE ARMY MAINTENANCE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (TAMMS) EQUIPMENT DATA BASE (TEDB).  The TEDB identifies major end items for all ground, rail, and some construction equipment and watercraft.  The information is maintained on vehicles accepted into the Army inventory and includes their age, location re-designations, overhaul/recap and OPTEMPO/usage data.  TEDB serial numbers are used for procurement planning, budgetary justifications, redistribution of assets, identity of candidates for safety recalls or overhaul; and for one-time logistics report and summaries to field units.  The TEDB is the repository for the Army Vehicle Number Program.  Any vehicle traveling on public highways requires an USA Registration Number assigned by LOGSA to satisfy state and country requirements. The TEDB provides for control, improved accountability and visibility of US Army ground equipment by serial number to include equipment authorized for road use.

C19.45.6   Aviation Component Tracking program (ACTP).  The ACTP is comprised of a set of procedures and databases designed to ensure unique part identification for Flight Safety Parts and for life managed or special interest items.  The ACTP provides for control, improved accountability and visibility of US Army Aviation equipment.  The Maintenance Consolidated Database (MCDS) contains the life cycle installation/removal/repair data for all life managed and special interest items.  The MCDS, by maintaining the central repository for historical component data, allows for the recovery of critical data and continued use of parts with missing or erroneous data that would otherwise have to be scrapped.   

C19.45.7   TRITIUM UIT PROGRAM.  [Information to be added.] 

C19.45.8   CONTROLLED CRYPTOGRAPHIC ITEMS (CCI) PROGRAM.  CCI is a program established to meet the requirements of NSA to maintain visibility of controlled cryptographic end items, standalone CCI and embedded CCI.   CCI shall perform a complete physical inventory at periodic intervals not to exceed twelve months between successive inventories in accordance with NTISSI No. 4001.  This inventory must include all CCI equipment and uninstalled CCI components.  This necessary to guard against preventable losses of un-keyed CCI to an actual or potential adversary.

�All AIS relevant to the unique identification and tracking of item of supply throughout the DoD supply chain.  These systems include, but are not limited to, the supply system, financial system, maintenance system, procurement system, DoD UII Visibility Center, Component Repositories, and Component UIT Management Systems.
