Proposed DLMS Change 93, Identification of United States Munitions List (USML) Items for US Customs Clearance

  Title:  Identification of United States Munitions List (USML) Items for U.S. Customs Clearance
4. 
  Description of Change:  This change requires the clear-text or automated identification of DoD USML items when offering these items to their supporting transportation offices for movement.  As stated in the referenced policy memorandum, “the USML includes militarily useful items that, by their nature, receive greater scrutiny to preclude their unlawful sale or transfer to foreign entities.  They cover a range of articles including repair parts for aircraft, missiles, or other weapon systems.”  And that “mission readiness often dictates that these items move via priority transportation.”

4. Revise Appendix AP3.48, Block 27, as follows:

	DTID or ERN – On issues from DRMO, enter DTID or ERN, if applicable.

USML Items  – For Components without an automated means to provide the USML item identification, cite “USML item” in clear text for all items assigned a demilitarization code.


4. Revise Appendix AP3.49, Block 27, as follows:

	This block may contain additional data including bar coding for internal use.  Enter data in this block as required by the shipping activity or the DRMO receiving the material.  When data is entered in the block, it will be clearly identified.

HM/HW Turn-Ins – For hazardous materiel and waste turn-ins, enter the DoDAAC of the bill-to office, the contact line item number (CLIN) for the item, and the total cost of the disposal.  

FSCAP Items –This block will contain both coding and clear-text information to identify Flight Safety Critical Aircraft Parts (FSCAP) shipments to DRMOs using Criticality Code E or F as follows:  FSCAP E - Flight Safety Critical Aircraft Part-Nuclear Hardened or FSCAP F - Flight Safety Critical Aircraft Part.

DTID or ERN – On issues from DRMO, enter DTID or ERN, if applicable.

USML Items  – For Components without an automated means to provide the USML item identification, cite “USML item” in clear text for all items assigned a demilitarization code.

  Alternatives:  

5.   REASON FOR CHANGE:   To satisfy the need for supply and other activities requiring transportation of USML items to be able to clearly identify the item(s) to their supporting installation transportation/traffic management office.  USML items are identified in the supply system by the demilitarizing code assigned to them.  Supply or other activities must ensure that documentation provided to the transportation/traffic management office indicates in clear text whether or not the shipment is a USML item.
6.   ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES:

6. Advantages:   To aid the U.S. Customs Service in their aggressive pursuit to enforce the provisions of 22 Code of Federal Regulations Part 126.4 which requires the identification of USML items on Government bills of lading and a Shipper’s Export Declaration certifying the shipment is for the exclusive end use of U.S. military forces.
6. Disadvantages:  A waiver was obtained from the Office of Defense Trade Controls, U.S. Department of State, to continue using commercial documentation and streamlined electronic shipment procedures for the movement of DoD USML shipments until the implementation of an electronic interface between DoD transportation/shipper systems and US Customs’ Automated Export System.
