3. REQUESTED CHANGE:

a. Title:  United Stated Coast Guard Service Code
b. Description of Change:  This change proposes contractor-use of ZY_ in record positions 4-5, 67-68, and 74-75 in requisitions and related transactions.  
c. Procedures:  Revise MILSTRIP Appendices 2.2 and 2.3 to indicate that ZY_ in record positions 4-5, 67-68, and 74-75 in requisitions and related transactions will be designated for “contractor use only.”
4. REASON FOR CHANGE:  The Coast Guard Deepwater program authorizes the assigned contractor (Lockheed Martin) to receive requisitions directly from Coast Guard units via DAAS.  The contractor requires a routing identifier to, not only receive requisitions from the units, but to send supply and shipment status back to requisitioning units.
5. ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES: 

a. Advantages:  To allow Lockheed Martin the capability to manage all requirements needed to support the Coast Guard Deepwater Program.
