
JTAV Users Training 

Objective: Train staff/action officers to use the JTAV WEB application software to retrieve logistics information. The duration of this training will be three and a half to four hours.  

· Students will be able to access the account application, helpdesk e-mail, and feed status report from the JFCOM JTAV Pop-up.

· Students will be able to log on to an unclassified JTAV server using either Internet Explorer or Netscape.

· Students will be able to locate the “Classification Indicator” in the Banner of the Main Page and identify the classification level of the server.

· Students will be able to locate the JTAV Comment button in the Banner of the Main Page and the Comment Review button on the Resources side of the JTAV Main Page.

· Students will be able to delete or add a hotlist item from one hotlist catgory using the hotlist editor.

· Students will be able to identify the source of one feed, using the datafeed matrix on the Resources side of the JTAV Main Page.

· Students will be able to identify the latest processing time of a single feed using Utility query 026.

· Students will be able to identify the correct Utility query to use to determine the Port code for an airport or sea port in given location.

· Students will be able to identify the correct query to use to given a specific requisition or fuels entry argument category.

· Students will be able to describe at least two of the four methods that can be used to start a query.  (“Start Now”, “Start Now Background”, “Delayed”, “Scheduled”)

· Students will be able to add items to their hot list from the Results page of a query.

· Students will be able to tailor the results of a query using the customize button

· Students will be able to save the results of a query using the save button.

· Students will be able to build an ad-hoc query given an argument.

Training Area and Requirements: 

· A classroom with an instructor PC which can be project to a screen and 

· PCs for 10 – 20 students; access to a network connection for all computers; and  Netscape 4.0 (or higher) or Microsoft Internet Explorer 4.0 (or Higher) loaded on all PCs).

· Users are responsible for password protection, access control, product marking and protection

· The JTAV system classification is displayed on all pages after logon, and appropriate security and business rules need to be applied when disseminating JTAV information. At minimum, all JTAV data is Unclassified FOUO.

· Users are responsible for labeling all printed output with the appropriate markings. Outputs from the classified JTAV must be protected at the Secret level until they are reviewed and the classification level determined.

· Workstation Requirements  (Optional)  Minimum PC standards are the following:

· 486 processor, 16MB of RAM, and sufficient hard disk space for system swap files

· Netscape 4.06 or Internet Explorer 4.0 with 128 bit encryption.

· Connectivity to NIPRNET, SIPRNET, or Internet. This connection can be through a service provider, but must include TCP/IP connectivity.

· Optional: Microsoft Office (or similar product), to include a spreadsheet and word processing applications, for manipulating JTAV data.

· Final Practical Exercise Explained  (Last block of the training)


During the training we will look at the key functional areas of JTAV.  The practical exercise allows you to experiment with the capability.  You will be divided into groups of three.  Each group will use JTAV to address asset visibility questions they face in their current or previous positions.  At the end of the exercise period each group will brief the other groups on the features of  JTAV they used during the exercise period.

· Site Broadcast Message –This is the area that the server site staff uses to communicate with users.

· Main Page Tour  The JTAV Main Page is divided into three sections: the Banner, Resources, and the Asset Visibility Query areas

· Banner (Top of Window)

User ID Block – Who is logged into the server. And Log-out allows the user to erase their history file if they must leave their browser unattended.

Main Page Block (Blank – on main page only) will return you to this screen.

Classification Indicator – This is the security level of the source JTAV server.    JFCOM has both a classified and an unclassified server.  The unclassified server has only unclassified data.  The classified server has all of the unclassified data and some classified munitions data. 

Comment – This tool gives the user a capability to provide feed back and suggestions directly to the JTAV office and the development team.  The comment capability captures a great deal of technical information from the query/screen that you are working on and attaches it to your input.  Add as much clarifying information as you feel is required to fully explain your request or problem. 

Help – Provides on-line assistance for each JTAV screen.

Frame Reference Number – This indicated to the user that screen level they are using.

· Resources: (Blue Section) – The Resources section provides tools and enhanced information about both the application and the database.

Release Notes – Describes the changes included in the latest release.

Password Change - allows you to change your password.

Address Change - allows you to up-date your contact address and feeds the information into the comment process.

Database Schema Browser –Database design document. Table and Column definitions.
Comment Review –Gives the status for all comments entered in the system, sorted by: status (opened or closed), users, queries, and windows.
Hotlist Editor  - The hotlist is a list of previously used “entry argument.”  JTAV saves the entry arguments and allows the user to reuse them in subsequent queries.  Use this section edit the hotlist. You may add, delete, or change entry arguments.
User Guide –This link is a compendium of all the help screens available in the JTAV Web application.
Data Feeds - This link you to a spreadsheet showing the current datafeeds points of contact and feed receipt details.

Commercial Links – This link will provide the user with access to the WEB sites for tracking carrier’s shipping.
Training Button 
· Asset Visibility Query Section: (Purple Section)

Last Login – This allows you to identify the last login to your JTAV account.  Ex.: 1 day 23 hours 15 minutes ago from 20.4.101.84. If the date, time or the IP address is un-familiar to you, notify your security manager. 
“You are Communicating with” (Pull-down Menu Box lists all JTAV Servers) -This function allows you to change your connection to another JTAV CINC server. If you do not have an account with that server you will be denied access.
Visibility Categories – Functional area divides logistics into specialties.  We use these areas to categorize both pre-defined and ad hoc queries for ease of use.  

· Inventory - Inventory queries give the user visibility over wholesale and retail assets from component and national level databases. This is a useful tool for logistics planning and the support of current and future operations. (Please note: wholesale assets within the continental United States include a commingling of Air Force and Marine Corps War Reserve stocks. Also, Retail-A assets are indicated by a blank in the Report Code Column.)
· Transportation – Transportation queries access information from the Global Transportation Network. These queries give the user visibility over assets in-transit via land, sea or air.  In-transit visibility is provided for assets coming into the theater or awaiting shipment at a port. A limited amount of personnel information can also be accessed.
· Ground (DTRACS)  - Defense Tracking, Reporting, and Control System (DTRACS) queries give users visibility over the exact location and status of a particular piece of equipment or convoy. The DTRACS uses transponders placed in ground-based vehicles and water-borne vessels to signal locating data to a satellite. This information is transmitted via ground stations to the DTRACS server (located in Mannheim, Germany), which provides hourly updates to JTAV. DTRACS is currently available only in EUCOM.
· RF Tag ITV – Radio Frequency Tag In-Transit Visibility identify the location and contents of in-transit containers and pallets through the use of radio-frequency (RF) tags attached to the exterior of pallets, large containers and major pieces of equipment. RF tags are interrogated at fixed server locations and the data is sent via satellite to the RF-ITV servers in Heidelberg, Germany (for EUCOM assets) and Taegu, South Korea (for USFK assets). 

· Requisition Status – Requisition status provides a series of queries that give the latest information on requisition requests. The primary data feed for these queries is the Defense Logistics Agency’s Defense Automatic Addressing System Logistics Information Processing System (DAAS -LIPS). DAAS-LIPS is updated daily.

· War Reserves – are materiel amassed in peacetime to sustain wartime operations until normal resupply can be effected. War Reserve queries give users visibility over the war reserves, which may include munitions, equipment, and sustainment stocks. The data in these queries covers only Marine Corps and Army pre-positioned stocks (APS).  Army stocks coded APS-1 through APS-5 are geographically located. (APS is a more recent term for AWR (Army War Reserve), which is still used. The terms are equivalent.)

· Unit Equipment queries provide visibility of organizational equipment, both authorized and on-hand, which are currently Routing Identifier Code Command and Control (RICC2) Class VII reportable items for Army, Air Force, and Marine Corps only. (Please note: The Services differ in whether and how assets are reported by Unit Equipment and Inventory queries. Army Unit Equipment queries show certain items that Air Force and Marine Corps queries would also show under Inventory. For example, the Army would not report retail or wholesale inventories for NSN 1005011182640, a 9-mm pistol, because the DLA has assets that the Army would requisition if needed. The Air Force and the Marine Corps, on the other hand, stock these items in inventory, either retail or wholesale, and also account for the 9-mm pistol as part of a unit’s equipment. Thus, to find in-theater stock levels for this item, you would need to look both in Unit Equipment (to find USA, USAF, USMC and USMC) and in Inventory (to find USAF and USMC Retail/Wholesale).

· Bulk Fuel queries provide visibility over on-hand Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) fuel stocks at worldwide (DLA) fuel locations, and over DLA stocks held by the Services. Bulk Fuel queries also provide in-transit visibility of DLA fuel tankers from contractor ports-of-origin to DLA and Service facilities worldwide.  

· Munitions queries provide inventory status levels for Army, Air Force, and Marine Corps munitions as well as in-transit visibility of all Service unclassified stocks. The Munitions Functional Area queries provide status, quantity, and location information. While the majority of ammunition information is available on the unclassified server (NIPRNET), the complete set is located on the classified server (SIPRNET).  

· Maintenance and Personnel - -These function areas are currently under development and are planned to be incorporated into future versions of the JTAV application.

· Medical – This information currently comes from the TAMMIS database.  Joint Medical Asset Repository database will replace this data source in the near future.
· Utility – This area provides a cross-referencing tool to allow users to get more input to the pre-defined queries.

· Reports – Reports in this area are predominately EUCOM.  One query provides a worldwide status of all bulk fuel products.
· Batch Query Status – This area allows users to retrieve queries that have been scheduled or have been run in batch mode.  

· Enhanced Transportation – This area gives users with direct access to the GTN database for information on Materiel- In-Transit Visibility via Materiel Identifiers, Assets Tracking - In-Transit Visibility via Transportation Identifiers, Unit – In-Transit Visibility via Organization Identifiers, Geographic Locations - In-Transit Visibility via Fixed Location Identifiers.
· Entry Argument - You may also initiate a query using entry arguments: (Gray Section) - This allows the user to access pre-defined queries using only the entry argument.  

· Running a Simple Query (Using the Utility Queries).
· Utility Queries – are a resource that allows you to find an entry argument when you don’t have enough details to run a JTAV query or to get JTAV feed status information.
· Select Utility Query on the main Page.  This will take you to the Utility Query Page.

· The query page.  Clicking on any category (except Enhanced Transportation) will take you to a query page that looks like this.  The query page lists queries by the entry argument and then by the query number. 

Argument - The Argument column is a listing (in alphabetic order) of all the entry arguments types for that functional area.  An “argument” is a piece of information you have that can be used to narrow your search.  Arguments reduce the data returned to the data which is important at the moment.

Sch/Rdy - The next column is titled “Sch/Rdy.  This column will have the entry “Sch” when you are running a query “in the background” or the entry “Rdy” when a background query is complete.

Numbered Queries - This column lists the queries for each entry argument in the functional area.  In some cases, there will be multiple queries, which can be run using the same entry argument.  The queries are listed in hypertext, which allows you to initiate the query by clicking on the query number.

Query Description – This column gives a brief description of the query.  For more details, click on “Show”

Show – This column gives a more detailed description of the query.

· Running A Query (Using the Utility Query 26).

Locate Utility Query 26.  This query is one of the few queries for which you do not have to have an entry argument.

Select UTIL 026.   This page looks like all query pages except it does not have a hotlist box or an entry argument box.  Like all other query pages, this page allows you to selec one of four methods to run a query.  The options are:

“START NOW”

“START NOW (BACKGROUND)”

“START DELAYED” and schedule a single run of the query.

“SCHEDULE” the query and pick recurrent run times.
Select “START NOW”  (Have students explain what they see.)

Go back to the Utility Query Page. Select UTIL 026.

Select ““START NOW (BACKGROUND)”  (Have students explain what they see.)

· Go back to the Utility Query Page.  Give Students a problem.

You need to determine what air missions are going through Charlestown.  You need to know the Port Code for the Airport to run the JTAV query that will give you this information.  What utility query could your run to get the Port Code?

· Give the students a minute or two to look at the other arguments available in the Utility Query area.

· Running A Query (Using the Fuels Functional Query Area).

Click on “MAIN PAGE” at the top of the screen to return to the Main Page.

Click on Bulk Fuels.  Examine the available entry argument categories.

· Activity  Name:  The name of a fuels activity or a fuels subactivity.
· Cargo  Number:  Cargo Number is assigned to identify a cargo of  fuel that is being transported by a tanker. It is comprised of a cargo type code and a serial number.

· DODAAC:  Department of Defense Activity Address Code (DODAAC) is an alphanumeric code assigned by each Service and DLA which serves as an address for shipping and billing for materiel and for mailing of documentation. This definition encompasses Ship To, Ship From, Consignee, Consignor, and Mark For since all of these are DODAACs. (MILSTAMP A-5; MILSTRIP B7-1). 
· Destination:  
Destination Standard Point Location Code (destination) identifies the destination transportation point with its geographic location. (DFAMS Data Dictionary)

· Product  Code:  Product code identifies the type and grade of a petroleum product for inventory control, procurement, and reporting purposes. (DFAMS Data Element Dictionary)
· Ship Name

Read the description for “Product Code” query 001.  Select “Show”  Close “Show”

Read the description for “Product Code” query 008.  Select “Show”  Close “Show”

Select “Product Code” query 001.

Examine the query start page.  Point out the “hotlist box.”  Point out the “entry argument box.”  Explain the hotlist concept.  Explain why this query has a prebuilt hotlist.

Select “JP8” from the hotlist.

Run “START NOW”

Adding to Your Hotlist and Customizing Query Results
Second Hour


· Using the results of a Query to Add to your hotlist.

Examine the results of “Product Code” query 001.  Look at the columns returned.

Look at the top of the page.  Point out “MAIN/QUERY PAGE block.

Select “QUERY PAGE” to return to the Bulk Fuels area.

Select “Cargo Number” query 011.

Examine the query start page.  Notice there is a query argument box but there is not a hotlist box.

Select “QUERY PAGE”

Select “Product Code” query 008.

Examine the query start page.

Select “JP8” from the hotlist.

Run “START NOW”

Examine the results of “Product Code” query 008.  Look at the columns returned.

The Product Code, Cargo, Destination, and Ship Name columns are in hyper-text (Blue).

Select a cargo Number from the Cargo Number column.  Look at the pop-up block.  Notice the line in the upper right corner of the block.  Add the product code to your hot list.

Select “QUERY PAGE. ”  Select “Cargo Number” query 011.  Examine the query start page.

Select the cargo number you just added to your hotlist from your hotlist. from the hotlist.

Run “START NOW”

Select “QUERY PAGE.”  Select “Product Code” query 008.  Select “JP8” from the hotlist.

Run “START NOW”

Select a Ship Name from the results of “Product Code” query 008.  Add it to your hot list.  You now know a Ship name.  What other fuels cargo is on that ship?  

(Allow students to determine and run the correct Bulk Fuels query.)

Select “MAIN. ” (from the Banner Line) to return to the Main page of JTAV.

· Customizing the results of a Query.

Select “INVENTORY” from the Main Page of JTAV.

The argument categories are:  “FSC”, “NSN/LSN/NDC/PN”, “NSN/LSN/NDC/PN &

 DODAAC”, and “Nomenclature.”

Select “FSC” query 005.  Look at the start options.  Explain browser limitations.  Run the query with FSC  9930  (used after 9-11 attacks) in the background.  (The query screen will return)  Refresh the screen.  Show “Sch” turning to “Rdy.”  

Select “MAIN. ” (from the Banner Line) to return to the Main page of JTAV.

Select “Batch Query Status.”  Examine the screen.”  Point out the query numbers, the “delete” or “view” options, and the query time columns.  Determine if inventory query 005 for FSC 9930 has returned.  Refresh in needed.  View the query results. 

Point out the “Rows” line just below the Banner.  How many rows were returned?  Demonstrate how to adjust the number of visible rows.

The query returned columns with “NSN, LSN, NDC or PN”, “Nomenclature”, “UI”, “Qty on Hand”, “QtyDue In”, “Qty Due Out”, “Qty RO”, “Shelf Life”, “Lot Number”, “Pack Number”, “Expiration”, “DODAAC”, “UIC”, “Service”, “Data Source”, “Storage Ric”, etc

Point out that assets from several services are visible on a single screen.

Problem:  You have determined that FB5445 is closes to the disaster.  You want to see only the assets at FB5445.  How can you limit the returns?

Select “CUSTOMIZE.”  Demonstrate changing column order.  Demonstrate eliminating all rows other than those for FB5445.

Select “MAIN. ” (from the Banner Line) to return to the Main page of JTAV.


MORE INFORMATION ABOUT CUSTOMIZING

Customize Button – Customize Screen

Columns – Named and presented in order of display

Column Order – allows you to change the order of display by changing the position number.

Row Order - The original query does not specify a sort order for the rows (the Row Order drop-down lists are all set to 0). This allows the user to sort the display of columns of data.

Single Filters - This allows the user to restrict the data to include only that data in a column that meets the criteria specified in the filter section.

Try Button - The 'Try' button brings back an updated query form reflecting the changes you made.

Reset Button – Returns the display to the original configuration values.

Save As Query Button - -- makes a custom query, meaning that when you run it, a form will ask you values for the argument(s).

Save as Report Button - makes a custom report, meaning that when you run it, it will use the arguments you supplied now for the query you are currently customizing.

Title - This is the text at the top of the Query Argument Form as well as the first line of the Query Results.  It ought to be limited to one or two lines.

Description - description is the text that appears when you select the query title.

Save Option - SAVE Button… From this point a dialog box will appear and you will have the option of requesting more information, selecting the application, or down load to a file format.  On the first use of the JTAV you will be required to select the spread sheet application that you wish to display the information in the data display area.  Once the execution file has been selected, another dialog box will give the option to open the file or to down load it.  Selecting Open it will open the spreadsheet the open the down loaded file. 

Print Option - First, you have to be active (have your cursor in the window) Note: The print option only prints what is in the data display window, not all the rows retrieved unless you have selected to display all the data in the retrieval.  Other wise this will print to 200 rows of data in the data display window.

Help Option
Select Help from the status bar at the top of the window.

· Unit Equipment Queries.
Select “UNIT EQUIPMENT” from the Main Page of JTAV.  

Unit Equipment queries provide visibility of Army, Air Force, and Marine Corps organizational equipment, both authorized and on-hand Class VII reportable items only. (Please note: The Services differ in whether and how assets are reported by Unit Equipment and Inventory queries. Army Unit Equipment queries show certain items that Air Force and Marine Corps queries would also show under Inventory.)

The argument categories are: 

“CASEMIS” – Is the Navy Construction, Automotive, and Special Equipment Management Information Systems (CASEMIS).  It is used by the Navy to manage worldwide inventory of principal end items of equipment. This includes Seabee construction assets, heavy vehicles, Beach Master Equipment, Fleet Hospitable Equipment and other specialized equipment sets.

“DODAAC or UIC” -  Use the UIC to search for Army unit equipment.  Use the DODAAC to search  for other service’s unit equipment.

“LIN/ID # (USA)” -  The Army assigns a six character Line Item Number (LIN) for each generic nomenclature of an item.  The LIN is not for accounting purposes, and all active LINs are listed in Army SB 700-20.

“RAC & Prime NSN” – The Regional Activity Code (RAC): An alphanumeric code that identifies the regional SASSY Management Unit that provides intermediate supply support to Fleet Marine Forces.

Ad Hoc Query Options Screen  - The next screen will allow the user to select tables associated with the query area. 

Ad Hoc Query Items Screen - After the user selects a table, they will be presented a matrix with two check columns.  The user will then select the one/or more entry arguments, and the data columns to be displayed. 

Initiate Query Button launches the query.

Clear Form Button will clear all the marks that have been put in the “a” and “i” columns.

Ad Hoc (table name) Form – screen. This is where you enter arguments you have specified in the Ad Hoc Query Items Screen.

Customize Button allows you to alter the arrangement and sorting priorities for the data returns. 

Start Button will initiate the query and will return data if there is information or data available.
