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Colonel Eric O. Engelbrektsson became the second Deputy Comptroller for Accounting and Chief Financial Officer (CFO) Compliance Operations on June 12, 2001. 

The Defense Logistics Agency, headquartered at Fort Belvoir, Virginia, is responsible for providing the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps and other Federal agencies with a variety of logistics, acquisition and technical services in peace and war.  These services include logistics information, materiel management, procurement, warehousing and distribution of spare parts, food, clothing, medical supplies and fuel, reutilization of surplus military materiel and document automation and production.  This worldwide mission is performed by approximately 23,900 civilian and military personnel with an annual budget of approximately $24 billion. 

Colonel Engelbrektsson was commissioned a Second Lieutenant, Finance Corps, through the Reserve Officer Training Corps program at Indiana University of Pennsylvania, Indiana, Pennsylvania where he also earned his Bachelor of Science Degree in Accounting.   He received his Master of Science Degree in Resourcing the National Strategy from the Industrial College of the Armed Forces, Fort McNair, Washington D.C.  His military educational background includes the Finance Officer Basic and Advance Courses, the Professional Military Comptrollership Course, the Command and General Staff College and the Industrial College of the Armed Forces.

Entering active duty in May 1976, Colonel Engelbrektsson attended the Finance Officer Basic Course and then Ranger School.  In February 1977 he was assigned to the 3rd Finance Company, Wuerzburg Germany where he held a variety of finance assignments.  In January 1981 he was assigned to NATO’s Headquarters Allied Land Forces Southeast, Izmir Turkey as an auditor.  In January 1982 he proceeded to the Deputy Chief of Staff for Engineers, Headquarters U.S. Army Europe, Heidelberg Germany as a Budget Analyst for the Real Property Maintenance accounts.

In February 1985, Colonel Engelbrektsson was assigned to the Deputy Chief of Staff for Personnel, Army Staff, Pentagon, Washington D.C. as a Program Budget Officer.  His responsibilities included budgeting for officer accession programs (ROTC/USMA/OCS) and later the enlisted forces inventory.  In March 1989, he became Executive Officer for the 4th Finance Support Unit, Fort Carson, Colorado.  During the Gulf War the 4th FSU provided finance support for the mobilization and demobilization of Reserve and National Guard units.  In March 1991, he became the Division Comptroller, 4th Infantry Division, Fort Carson, Colorado.

In March 1992, Colonel Engelbrektsson took command of the 10th Finance Support Unit in Vicenza Italy.  His unit provided finance support to units in Italy, Greece, and Turkey.  In May 1994 Colonel Engelbrektsson took command of the 8th Finance Battalion, Baumholder Germany.  In January 1996, Colonel Engelbrektsson took his Battalion to Bosnia-Herzegovina to provide the finance support for Operation Joint Endeavor.  In June 1996, Colonel Engelbrektsson became Deputy Commander, 266th Finance Command, Heidelberg Germany where he overwatched finance support for US Army elements in the European theater.

Following graduation from the Industrial College of the Armed Forces in June 1998, he was assigned to the Program and Budget Analysis Division, Force Structure, Resource, and Assessment Directorate (J-8), The Joint Staff, Pentagon, Washington, D.C. as a Defense Resource Manager.  His significant duties included working U.S. European Command’s resource issues, being the Joint Staff lead for the FY 2001-2005 Program Review, and working the fiscal year (FY) 2000 Chairman’s Program Recommendation integration into the FY 2002-2007 Defense Programming Guidance.  In June 2000 he became the Chief of PBAD’s Contingency Operations Branch where he worked closely with the OSD Comptroller on resourcing Bosnia, Kosovo and Southwest Asia operations.

His decorations include the Defense Meritorious Service Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster, the Army Meritorious Service Medal with 5 Oak Leaf Clusters, the Army Commendation Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster, the Ranger Tab, the Parachutist Badge, the Joint Staff Identification Badge, and the Army Staff Identification Badge.
