PROGRAM 600 – INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY (IT)

Introduction:  All capital IT costs will continue to be captured with the appropriate 987 Automated Data Processing (ADP) Equipment or 988 Software Development (SWD).  The following programs, projects, systems cost codes should be used for operations costs only. 

BUSINESS MODERNIZATION

620.01 BSM Development Environment.  BSM is DLA's initiative to replace its primary materiel management systems with an enterprise business system based on Commercial Off The Shelf (COTS) software and best business practices. It will enable DLA to transform itself from a manager of supplies to a manager of information, suppliers and customer relationships.
620.02 Modern Enterprise Business System (MEBS).  This effort modernizes DLA's business systems and assures continuous process improvements and technology insertion to other DLA mission areas which must be replaced to effectively complete the ongoing transformation and support the target DLA business environment.
620.03 BSM Maintenance.

623.01 DLA Pre and Post Award Contracting System (DPACS) Graphical User Interface.  DLA Pre-award Contracting System is a comprehensive electronic, integrated pre and post award contracting system which supports more than 3500 users at four DLA supply centers. It provides all of the purchase request management data that a buyer needs to complete a solicitation and award package. This includes the item description, applicable specifications/ drawings, synopsis information, history of past procurements, and other purchase requests and/or contracts.
623.02 Weapons System Support Program (WSSP/WSMART).  The WSSP provides the means by which Military Service customers submit identification of those items which are components of a Weapons System. Varying degrees of management intensity can be applied to Weapon System items based on the essentiality with which the Weapon System has been coded by a Service user.
623.03 Automated Best Value System by Synergy (Contractor) (ABVS).  ABVS is an integrated system for collecting and presenting data on DLA suppliers providing goods and services to DLA under contracts issued to support requirements managed using the Standard Automated Materiel Management System (SAMMS).
623.04 DLA Contract Action Reporting System (DCARS).  DCARS provides a means for measuring and assessing the impact of Federal contracting on the Nation's economy and the extent to which small, small disadvantaged and women-owned small business concerns are sharing Federal contracts.
623.05 Procurement Gateway (PG).  The Procurement Gateway is an Internet solution that provides a single point of entry and search mechanism for vendors to locate and access DLA on-line solicitations. Through the Procurement Gateway, users have the ability to make offers on specific solicitations. The offers are then routed to the appropriate DLA ICP for evaluation.
623.06 Standard Automated Materiel Management System (SAMMS).  SAMMS is an integrated logistics system that supports DLA Inventory Control Points (ICPs) in the wholesale management of consumable items across the full spectrum of materiel management functions. Item support encompasses all DLA-managed hardware commodities, excluding only Fuels and Subsistence.
623.07 Internet Quoting System (IQS).  The IQS provides an integrated approach for vendors to submit electronic quotes over the Internet. Vendors are presented data drawn from the DPACS, whereby they may submit quotes that reflect their price and delivery as well as essential data concerning representations and certifications, Part Numbers offered, Buy American, Duty Free, and NAFTA, Hazardous Material, and Surplus Material offerings.
623.08 Procurement Automated Contract Evaluation (PACE).  The PACE System is a module of the DLA Pre-Award Contracting System (DPACS) which automatically evaluates vendor quotations and makes competitive award decisions resulting in issuance of purchase orders without buyer intervention. 
623.09 Base Operations Support System (BOSS).  BOSS deals with retail-oriented logistics supplies used in day-to-day operations of bases.  BOSS provides local base supply, inventory control, financial and contracting support for the using activities.
623.010 Readiness Decision Support System (RDSS).  The RDSS and the Readiness Management Application are an integral component of DLA's Rapid Supply and Readiness Based Decision Support (RBDS) thrusts.
623.011 National Inventory Management Strategy (NIMS).  A J-3 project to help Services to manage at retail level. NIMS is a way to accomplish PBD 422 which instructs that DLA will take over retail stock from all of the Services. This will be difficult with legacy systems.
COMPUTING ENVIRONMENT
624.01 Global Command & Control System (GCCS).  GCCS provides secure communication at HQ and PLFAs in support of deliberate planning and execution of combatant Commanders Joint Strategic Capabilities Plan (JSCP) missions.

624.02 COGNOS.
624.03 Business Systems Modernization (BSM). Production Data Center.

CUSTOMER FACING
625.01 Material Management Multipurpose Decision Support (M3PDS).  M3PDS is a fully operational umbrella system based on the functional requirements of the Special Program Requirement Information Tracking System (SPRIT), and the Strategic Marketing Intelligence System (SMIS) which exploits low-cost, high-performance database technology. M3PDS utilizes SAMMS master files, allowing data access to DLA headquarters and field personnel through the internet.
625.02 Customer Relations Management (CRM).  CRM will provide DLA with the information and processes necessary to know its customers, understand their needs, and effectively build relationships among DLA, its customer base, and its industry partners. As a result, DLA will better meet the individualized needs of its major customers and improve its operational effectiveness.
625.03 Support Magic COTS Package for Call Centers (SMAGIC).  Supports Call Centers and Help Desks at ICPs, DLIS, DRMS, etc.
DAASC
627.01 DoD Data Services (Data).  Consists of those processes that perform logistics data repository access, customer reports, data extracts and web access to the data.
627.02 DoD Electronic Business (EBUS).  Provides for the exchange of ANSI X12 and follow-on types of logistics transactions and transaction sets between DoD Components and their trading partners. EBusiness provides translation services to allow for the exchange of non-ANSI based logistics data with ANSI based partners and ANSI based logistics data with non-ANSI based partners. This includes the services that DAASC provides via the DEBX software running at both operating sites.
627.03 DoD Gateway Services (DGate).  Consists of the processes that perform the transaction editing, validating, routing and delivery, file maintenance, image making, interoperability (network and data), and value added services.
DAPS

628.01 Defense Wide Accounting System (DWAS).
628.02 Doc Access On-Line (DAOL).  DAOL is an electronic commerce system used for ordering products and services that are offered by the Document Automation & Production Service (DAPS).
DDC

629.01 Distribution Planning Management System (DPMS).  DPMS is critical to the DLA mission performance because the current distribution environment does not provide a view across the enterprise and lacks the capability to leverage the increasingly available electronic logistics data within the logistics community. When completed, DPMS will provide DLA with an enterprise-wide distribution support environment that will assure that the right material is at the right place, at the right time, at the right cost.
629.02 Distribution Standards System (DSS).  The DSS supports wholesale and retail distribution for DOD inventory control points, Service maintenance depots, civil emergencies, and foreign military sales. The DSS system controls the storage, allocation, and movement of Air Force, Navy, Army, and Marine and DLA inventories.
629.03 Advanced Hazmat Rapid Identification, Sorting, and Tracking (AHRIST).  Under the AHRIST program, the DLA will install and maintain equipment that will allow distribution centers and CCPs the capability to wirelessly interrogate and download data from HAZMAT shipments and items that contain RFID tags.

DESC

630.01 Fuels Automated System (FAS).  The FAS is an Automated Information System (AIS) designed to support the Defense Energy Support Center (DESC) and the Military Services in performing their responsibilities in energy management and distribution. FAS is a multi-functional AIS that provides point of sale data collection, inventory and distribution management, finance and accounting.
630.02 Defense Fuels Automated Management System (DFAMS).  DFAMS is a central automation system to support all aspects of DESC fuels management processing. DFAMS currently provides bulk, bunkers, Post Camps and Station and into-plane procurement support; distribution planning and authorization for bulk; supply transaction and inventory processing for bulk; and accounting functions including funds control, accounts payable, accounts receivable, and general ledger.
630.03 Fuels Automated System RM (FAS RM).  The FAS RM is an Automated Information System (AIS) designed to support the DESC and the Military Services in performing their responsibilities in energy management and distribution.
630.04 Fuels Automated System ICIS (FAS ICIS).
DLIS

631.01 Environmental Reporting Logistics System (ERLS).  ERLS is an automated system that provides an effective tracking and reporting tool used by DLA to support reporting requirements of Executive Orders (EO) 13148, Greening the Government through Leadership in Environmental Management, and EO 13101, Greening the Government through Waste Prevention, Recycling, and Federal Acquisition. ERLS tracks hazardous, radioactive and environmentally preferred items over their life cycle and prepares mandatory reports for DLA headquarters and field installations.
631.02 Logistics Information Network (LINK).  United States European Command (USEUCOM) started LINK in 1992 to solve two problems: Improve network access, and provide visibility of the supply pipeline. Usage of LINK spread worldwide, so USEUCOM transferred the program to DLA in 1994. LINK now provides a single sign-on to logistics information systems operated by the Military Services, DLA, and the General Services Administration.
631.03 Hazardous Materials Information Resource System (HMIRS).  HMIRS is a DoD automated system developed and maintained by the DLA. HMIRS is the central repository for Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) and value added information including. Hazcom warning labels and transportation information on the four major modes of transport, on hazardous materials purchased by the Federal Government, Department Defense (DOD) and Civil Agencies.
631.04 Integrated Metadata Repository System (IMRS).  The IMRS supports application development, data integration and system administration functions needed to implement shared or integrated data environments.
631.05 Military Engineering Data Asset Locator System (MEDALS).  The MEDALS system serves as the DoD central indexing system for engineering data.
631.06 Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS).  FLIS is the largest logistics information database in the world. Its mission is to provide information support for all logistics disciplines worldwide. FLIS is an integrated logistics system chartered by public law that provides an automated Federal Catalog System data repository and serves as a repository for other logistics data to support the DoD, other Civil Federal activities, NATO, and over 75 foreign countries.
631.07 Catalog Reengineering System (CRS).  DLIS requires standard cataloging processes supported by standard software systems to eliminate the multiple and redundant processes used after centralization of the cataloging functions. At the same time, any changes to existing legacy cataloging processes and systems must be made so that the flow of cataloging data to down stream legacy service systems is not interrupted. In addition, the common aspects of cataloging provide the opportunity for further savings from re-engineering efforts with consolidated management. The addition of a CRS will provide the tool to consolidate that management.
631.08 DoD Hosted Catalog (DoDHC).  The economic analysis for the Electronic Commercial Catalog (E-CAT) pointed out that DLA is losing business because many installations are procuring items locally using credit cards. This is a loss to DoD because these installations fail to achieve the economies of scale DLA can deliver with its mass purchasing capability.
631.09 EMALL DISA.  EMALL is the single point of entry to find and acquire off-the-shelf finished good items from the commercial market place and government sources for purchase. It features regional pricing, comparison shopping from pre-approved sources, easy recognition, detailed product information, convenient searching, use of GPC or MILSTRIP, on-line order status, secure on line ordering, and many additional features.
631.10 Universal Data Repository (UDR).  UDR is a medical catalog system that is customized to meet the needs of the DoD medical community. The UDR consolidates medical and pharmaceutical information from a variety of federal government and commercial sources.
631.11 Defense Supply Expert System (DESEX).  DESEX is a deployed operational system that interfaces with DLA and Military Service Legacy Systems at 17 Inventory Control Points (ICPs) allowing customers to conduct supply transactions in an interactive phone, e-mail and WEB environment.
631.12 Customer Contact Center.  (Customer Contact Center is a subsystem of DLIS IT) The DLIS Battle Creek Customer Support Center is a unique partnership of Government and Private Industry dedicated to supporting the Armed Forces in war or peace. This partnership between Government and Private Industry has led to the creation of a customer support center.
631.13 Central Data Library (CDL).
DRMS
632.01  DRMS Automated Information System DAISY.  Daisy is the automated accounting system that provides DRMS visibility and asset tracking of property for reutilization, transfer, and donation programs to DoD, Federal and State Agencies. Management data is provided by DAISY for all levels of property disposal, which includes historical data both online and archived. DAISY uses electronic commerce and transfers extracted file information to send and receive information about property items with its interface partners.
DSCP

633.01 Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support (DMLSS).  DMLSS will replace the multitude of aging legacy logistics systems with one standard DoD Medical Logistics System, enabling health care providers to spend very little time on logistics and more time on primary health care delivery mission activities.
633.02 C&T QLM.
633.03 Readiness Decision Support System (RDSS).  The RDSS and the Readiness Management Application are an integral component of DLA's Rapid Supply and Readiness Based Decision Support (RBDS) thrusts. Recently, Increment 6.0 of RDSS was installed on the RDSS Hardware and Software Environment at the Defense Supply Center Philadelphia (DSCP). This version of RDSS provides DLA users with a robust collaborative system called the Subsistence Planning Integrated Data Enterprise Readiness System (SPIDERS).
633.04 Defense Integrated Subsistence Management System (DISMS).  DISMS is a major DOD mainframe database system that handles the materiel management of the Subsistence commodity in support of the military services worldwide. DISMS supports both perishable and semi-perishable items including the critical categories of rations, tray packs and meals-ready-to-eat.
633.05 STORES.  STORES is the DoD approved food ordering system. STORES passes commercial catalog, order, and receipt information as well as produce and ration requirements among the customers, DSCP, commercial vendors and DSOs. STORES interfaces with and interprets data from the six military food management systems.
633.06 Intransit Visibility (ITV).  DSCP and USTRANSCOM have successfully tested a Direct Vendor Delivery (DVD) ITV prototype that tests new prime vendor business practices and technologies. The prototype was successfully tested to generate shipment information in American National Standards Institute (ANSI) X12 electronic data interchange (EDI) formats and forward that information electronically to various military and commercial trading partners.
633.07 Translation/Integration Services.
633.08 G&I PV MIS.
633.09 Organizational Clothing & Individual Equipment (OCIE).
633.10 C&T Overseas Stock (Overseas Stock).  DSCP Philadelphia Clothing and Textiles (C&T) has initiated programs that positions stock in overseas Defense Distribution Center (DDC) facilities in Germersheim, Germany and Yokosuka, Japan. Stock is used to support C&T customers in the respective geographic regions.
633.11 Third Party Logistics (3PL/ARIBA).
633.12 Apparel Research Network (ARN) Supply Chain System.  DLA requested that Logistics Management Institute (LMI) provide the following quick-reaction assessment of a proposed clothing distribution initiative called the ARN Supply Chain System. The initiative would improve the costs associated with the distribution of clothing within the military apparel supply chain - from defense apparel manufacturers to the final customer. The military distributes clothing through a multi-echelon supply chain. Private-sector manufacturers sell clothing to the DLA. DLA operates a series of wholesale warehouses (but not all items are stored at wholesale) that support the retail clothing operations of the services. The military services operate retail warehouses at their recruit training centers, and service exchanges.
633.13 STORES Retail.
DSCR
634.01 Electronic Commerce – Electronic Data Interchange (EC-EDI) Translation/Integration.

634.02 External Customer Support (DSCR-ECS).  For our external sites to include, Warner Robins Air Logistic, Corpus Christi Army Depot, Tinker AFB, Kelly AFB, and others, we provide customized web pages that include data that exclusively matches their needs (expanding CATS, pushing the C-5 program to provide customer identified information for all requisitions, subsets and email, reports shipment and receipt information).
634.03 Virtual Prime Vendor Performance Tracking System (VPV PTS).  The VPV application is in the process of being developed. This program was designed to be a multiphase approach to provide improved logistics support (better, faster, and cheaper) to DoD depot maintenance facilities and/or weapons systems programs by contracting with private sector providers for innovative, state of the art logistics support.

635.01 Human Resources (HR) Survey Support.
635.02 DLA Training Application (DTA).  The DLA Training Application houses requirements, course allocations, skill code assignments 
and course completions for DLA's serviced population.
DSIO

636.01 DSIO.
EB

637.01 DoD Automated Program for Shelf Life Extensions (DAPSE).  The DAPSE provides support to the DLA, Military Service Defense Supply Centers and wholesale and retail storage activities for the testing and inspection of shelf life material.
637.02 Integrated Consumable Item Support (ICIS).  ICIS is a DII/COE Level 7 compliant assessment tool that can identify the DLA managed items that can degrade the services ability to fight a war or respond to a national emergency. There are currently four sourcing modules in ICIS: bulk fuels, subsistence, weapon system critical repair parts and all Class IX DLA managed repair parts.
637.03 Joint Engineering Data Management Information and Control System (JEDMICS).  JEDMICS is DoD’s standard digital repository for engineering drawings and associated technical data. JEDMICS has replaced the following legacy systems: Army, Digital Storage Retrieval Engineering Data System (DSREDS); Air Force, Engineering Data Computer Assisted Retrieval System (EDCARS); DLA and Marine Corps, Engineering Drawing Automated Storage and Retrieval Equipment (EDASRE); Navy, Navy Automated Index System (NAIS); and Navy, Engineering Data Management Information and Control System (EDMICS). JEDMICS is fully deployed across the Military Services and DLA sites. The Navy was delegated oversight management responsibility of the JEDMICS Program.
637.04 Engineering Support Automation (ESA 339).  The ESA provides generation of an electronic version of the DLA Form 339, Request for Engineering Support, including the use of internal workflow and lifecycle management capabilities, provided by a Commercial Off-the-shelf (COTS) software based Product Data Management (PDM) tool.
637.05 Product Data and Report Evaluation Program (PDREP).  Maintain past performance information from multiple buying activities and multiple Military Service components and DLA.
637.06 Product Data Management Initiative (PDMI).
637.07 Central Contractor Registration (CCR).  CCR is the official database for information about DoD business partners. Contractors are required to register in the database one time, with subsequent annual updates/renewals. Vendors must register in order to receive contract awards and to receive payment. The annual renewal process assures that the CCR contains the most current vendor information.
637.08 Electronic Mall (EMALL).  The DoD EMALL utilizes pre-awarded volume discounted contracts to facilitate acquisition of parts and supplies. It enhances supply support by having numerous vendors displaying their catalogs on-line.
637.09 Automated Identification Technology (AIT).  The DRMS AIT Program encompasses an Inventory Management Bar Coding (IMBC) system and a Radio Frequency (RF) Receiving System. It uses linear and 2 dimensional (2D) bar codes and Radio Frequency Data Collection (RFDC) technology to support and automate DRMO business processes. AIT supports the DLA Disposal mission, DRMS Demilitarization mission and the DoD and DLA Small Arms Serialization Program (SASP).
637.10 Joint Total Asset Visibility (JTAV).  JTAV provides CINCs and Joint Task Force Commanders, the Military Services, and other DoD organizations with access to a wide range of logistics data. JTAV is the capability to provide timely and accurate information.
637.11 Logistics Communication Manager (LCM).
637.12 Electronic Commerce/Electronic Data Interchange (EC-EDI).  The EC-EDI effort revolves around implementing new ANSI standards, EDI Translation Hardware and Software and developing and maintaining New EDI Transaction Sets for DSCR. Specifically, the taskings under this effort involve the following.

637.13 Automated Bidset Interchange (ABI).  The ABI, as an integral part of the Procurement Gateway, provides the DLA vendors an electronic means to receive unrestricted engineering drawings as part of open solicitations. The application is now being used by the vendors to obtain drawings from the Internet by browsing the ABI World Wide Web (WWW) Server (ABI Web), and downloading drawings and specifications from the ABI electronic retrieval and image converter and storage (ABI FTP).
637.14 Electronic Document Access (EDA) Interface.  EDA contracts FTP Loader/Web Interface.
637.15 EMALL – DISA Funded.  EMALL is the single point of entry to find and acquire off-the-shelf finished good items from the commercial market place and government sources for purchase. It features regional pricing, comparison shopping from pre-approved sources, easy recognition, detailed product information, convenient searching, use of GPC or MILSTRIP, on-line order status, secure on line ordering, and many additional features. EMALL provides a single point of entry and search capability for all Internet-based DoD electronic catalogs to enable customers to buy both products and services. The Military Services and Defense Agencies are fielding "stores" within these corridors.
637.16 Integrated Data Environment (IDE).  The objective of this initiative is to develop a trusted, on line logistics information environment that provides the logistics information basis for supporting war fighter situational awareness, management decision making, pipeline performance analysis and business process improvements. With these overall goals in mind, the initial phase of the logistics information environment will address IT short falls identified in the Focused Logistics Wargame (FLOW 2010) and GCSS CINC Combat Support Information Requirements (CSIR). The IT short falls include lack of interoperability and the inability to develop the right information at the right time due to lack of appropriate tools. The solution is called the IDE.

638.01 DESCIM.
638.02 Safety Action Plan Tracking Tool (APTT).  Tool available to track the DLA Safety and occupational health action plan by calculating up to 166 metrics for safety program improvement. The tool will record, store, and calculate changes over a multi-year period.
638.03 Safety and Health Information Reporting System (SHIRS).  SHIRS is a DLA automated on-line tracking system of mishaps involving injuries, illness, or damage to motor vehicles, equipment, or property.

FINANCIAL

639.01 Performance Labor Accounting System (PLAS).  Timesheet reporting.

639.02 Program Budget Reporting System (PBRS).  Maintains a central repository of financial data needed to support Agency Level submissions.

639.03 Electronic Data Management (EDM).  Funding for DAPS electronic document management service to convert financial records to electronic format available for J-8 access.
HROC

640.01 Electronic Official Personnel Folder (EOPF).  EOPF collects and stores forms and information pertaining to DLA serviced civilian personnel population.
640.02 Interactive Voice Response System (IVRS).  IVRS is the telephonic version of the system. Electronic Benefits Information System (EBIS) is the web based version. Both IVRS and EBIS use the same database. 
640.03 RESUMIX.  Resumix is a commercial off-the-shelf applicant referral system.  Resumes submitted through the DLA web page or through e-mail are received as text files. The patented artificial intelligence system "reads" the text and extracts important information about an applicant, such as name, address, phone numbers, work history, years of experience, education, and skills.
640.04 Modern Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (MDCPDS). The DCPDS supports the civilian personnel mission requirements throughout DoD. The modern DCPDS is a human resources information system that will support civilian personnel operations in the DoD.
HUMAN RESOURCES (HR)
641.01 Automated Civilian Personnel Data Bank (ACPDB).  The ACPDB provides DLA human resource community an electronic means to collect and store DLA-wide civilian personnel data in a single repository. The application is also used to download civilian personnel data to internal and external systems.

641.02 Military Online Personnel System (MOPS).  This is a database system running on the DLA server at DLA Headquarters. The system is used by all DLA personnel that service Military members (Active and Reserve, regardless of location) while those members are assigned to DLA. MOPS has all data associated with each military member, from date these people are assigned to the date they rotate.
641.03 Corporate Workforce Management Report System (CRMR).  The CRMR system (pronounced "Kramer") is an on-line report generator that provides user with various personnel and workforce reports used by Comptroller, Human Resources and Equal Employment Opportunity offices. CRMR hosts data which comes directly from the Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS) and the Automated Civilian Personnel Data Bank (ACPDB).
641.04 Position Description Quickly (PDQ).  The PDQ will be a web-based application containing standard job descriptions and other related information for positions within the Agency.
641.05 Multi Source Feedback.  An automated multi-source feedback tool to support a process for providing feedback on perception of peers, direct reports and supervisors of the degree to which leader model the DLA culture.
641.06 Workforce Planning/Workforce Reshaping.  Skill gap analysis & DTC prime vendor analysis.
641.07 DLA Criminal Incident Reporting System (DCIRS).
INFORMATION ASSURANCE

642.01 Continuity of Operations Data Base (COOP).

642.02 Digital DITSCAP.  A DoD owned and developed secure automated system that provides for security certification and accreditation, automated core IA process and decision support development and management of an integrated IA program.
INFRASTRUCTURE SERVICES

643.01 Knowledge Management (KM).  KM is sharing what we know with others through a managed process and as a routine course of business. KM is a business model embracing knowledge as an organizational asset and delivering this asset to individuals responsible for decision-making to ensure mission success.
643.02 Active Directory (AD).  AD is the core technology that organizes, connects, integrates and coordinates the various activities and resources within the DLA network architecture. AD automates the management of user data, security, and distributed resources. resources can include e-mail addresses, computer, and peripheral devices such as printers. With AD a user on the network can access any resource without knowing where it is or how it is physically connected.
643.03 Capability Maturity Model (CMM).  A process to ensure software development standards and repeatable processes to achieve a certain level of maturity for Software development within the organization.
643.04 Executive Information System (EIS).  The DLA-EIS is hosted by DSCR at the request of DLA HQ. It is an attempt to standardize the measurement of DLAs critical success factors. The data acquisition and formulas have been agreed upon by the participating commodities. The figures generated are not to be interpreted as absolute. Rather, they are simply a standard way to track trends in the overall performance of the commodities and DLA on a daily basis.
MATERIAL MANAGEMENT (MM)

644.01 Real Property Management/Inventory System (RPM).  The DLA real property Sustainment, Restoration, and Modernization (SRM, formerly Real Property Maintenance or RPM) process and associated automated application is currently used at most Primary Level Field Activities (PLFAs), Secondary Level Field Activities (SLFAs) and Headquarters DLA to support facilities engineering management of the planning, programming, and execution of real property sustainment, restoration and modernization projects, world-wide.
644.02 Equipment Management and Control System (EMACS).  The EMACS is DLA's operating equipment information management tool. This system is currently used to manage all DLA non-ADP equipment including Material Handling Equipment (MHE), Automotive Equipment (AUTO), Automated Material Handling Equipment (AMHS), Other Major Equipment (MAJOR), and Miscellaneous Warehouse Equipment (MISC). EMACS is a comprehensive equipment management tool that is designed for management of equipment at SLFA, PLFA, and headquarter level activities.
644.03 Integrated Facilities System (IFS).  IFS provides life cycle management capabilities for real property owned by the Army and permitted to DLA. IFS supports the facility business functions of Real Property Inventory, Work Management, Job Cost Accounting, Work Estimating, Engineering Supply, and Construction Contract Administration.
RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT (R&D)

645.01 Virtual Reality Medical Assembly (VRMA).  J-621 is currently researching a description for this initiative. This is an initiative for Legacy Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS).
645.02 Digital DITSCAP/Secure ILS.
645.03 Enterprise Mission Assurance Support System (EMASS).  An R&D effort consisting of Suite of COTS application that will provide an enterprise resource planning approach to the management of DLA's security process.

646.01 Defense Messaging Service (DMS).  The Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) is the overall Program Manager for the DMS. DMS is a DoD directed program under the direction of OASD/C3I that uses email concepts and software that are adapted to military messaging. The purpose of DMS is to eliminate the AUTODIN system and provide seamless worldwide messaging in support of the war fighter.
