V. Agenda Items. 
1. DEDSO Organizational Restructuring 

· DEDSO provided details regarding the new reorganization and establishment of two new Strategic Lead positions to support each of their process areas.  Additionally, DEDSO welcomed their two new Supply Administrators (Jess Gratkowski/Alexa Ferrari) to the team

2. Annual Supply Process Review Committee Appointment Letter Updates

· DEDSO reminded the SPRC members that update appointment letters would be needed from each trading partner starting in January 2026.  The reminder was also sent out via email on 12/9/2025.

3. PDC/ADC Addendums and MFR Formatting

· DEDSO Director requested feedback on whether it is easier to draw relationships between related DLMS changes if we use the addendum methodology.  What makes it easier for them to know what the latest/most germane DLMS change is that they need to implement?  Can we provide better or more explicit information inside the ADC to assist with making correlations, relationships, or the lineage of an IC?  Do they have examples of what they prefer or what doesn’t work?

4. PDC 1517, Update to DLMS 947I, Inventory Adjustment to support Government Furnished Property (Supply)

· The purpose of PDC 1517 is to provide more granularity on Government Furnished Property (GFP) and support auditability of material, the DLMS 947I Inventory Adjustments will be modified to include additional data elements to support lineage and property record.

5. PDC 1515, Product Identifier Inventory Adjustments for Government Furnished Property

· For GFP to be able to identify what item to update, we need the 4 product IDs to be included on the DLMS  947I. Those would be the NSN, Manufacturer CAGE, Part Number, and Model Number. Also, we would like the inbound and outbound Product ID 947I message to be able to be sent in one message, instead of 2, so the old NSN, Part Number, Model number and new NSN, Part Number, and Model number need to all be included on 1 947I message.

6. DLMS 867I (Issue) Transaction Set Use

· DEDSO requested the supply trading partners assist them by going back internally to determine who exactly is using the DLMS 867I transaction set, and for what purpose.  
· DLA mentioned that they are currently looking at end-of-day reporting (DLMS 846I (Asset Status Inquiry and Reporting)), which is also tied to some DLA NFRs.  Research so far has concluded that there are many inconsistencies and imbalance issues taking place.  DLA’s preference is that the 867I be sent to all systems when the MRO is sent to a DLA storage activity. DLA’s warehousing system is using system logic based on the MRO owner details and correlating it to their owner balances, and that is the basis for DLA storage activities to send the outbound transaction.  However, the transaction is not sent out to all owners and there are questions about how often the warehousing system tables listing DLMS 867I recipients are being updated.
· Army informed the group that they drop inventory (decrement the inventory record balance) based on the DLMS 945A (Materiel Release Advice) transaction versus the DLMS 867I.  
· As a follow up to that, a DEDSO participant stated that adjusting balances off being informed that property has been released makes the most logical sense.  Additionally, DEDSO asked DLA if a MRO owner has an inventory balance, which triggers DLMS 867I (when programmed), but if no physical property exists in that location at the time of the materiel pick, causing a DLMS 945A denial, how does DLMS 867I get corrected?  Is the DLMS 846I end of day balance used to update the erroneous DLMS 867I?   
· DLA informed that no 846I is sent to correct an inaccurate 867I, but for Navy/Air Force a D7_ reversal is sent.

[The Below Draft PDCs Updates Were Sent Out for Informational Purposes Outside of the Meeting]

7. PDC 1516, Proposed Defense Logistics Management Standards (DLMS) Change (PDC) 1516 Standardizing Receipt Cancellations (Supply)

· This PDC addresses DLMS policy clarification, system capability, and data mapping is needed for receipt cancellations.  Additionally, DLA Disposition specific requirement for receipt reversals does not function as needed in The Warehouse Management System (WMS), therefore the Disposition receipt reversal policy and codes are being removed from Defense Logistics Management Standards (DLMS) 4000.25. 

8. ADC 267 (Withdrawal), Withdrawal of Approved Defense Logistics Management Standards Change 267, Interim Change for DLMS 527R Receipt to Support Intra-Army direct Support/Reparable Exchange Decapitalization Transaction (Supply/MILSTRAP) (Staffed as PDC 290)

· Approved Defense Logistics Management Standards Change 267 was intended as an interim deviation from normal enterprise data standards practices pending the full implementation of Army Exchange Pricing. In September of 2025, representatives from Headquarters, Army Materiel Command, confirmed to the Defense Enterprise Data Standards Office that the coding established under ADC 267 was no longer required.

9. PDC 1455, Proposed Defense Logistics Management Standards Change 1455, Removal of Passive Radio Frequency Identification References in Defense Logistics Management Standards Publications and Implementation Conventions

· This change removes Passive Radio Frequency Identification Devices (pRFID) references in Defense Logistics Management Standards (DLMS) transportation publications and implementation conventions (ICs).

10. PDC 1520, Additional Property/Service ID Pair within the 945A Materiel Release Advice (Supply) New (F-35) Meet with Data team to discuss new qualifiers

· To support the request from the Joint Strike Fighter Program that the GFP Module consumes the 945A instead of the 856S to document a shipment event of GFP to or from a contractor, the 945A needs to include Product ID data elements of NSN, Manufacture CAGE, Part Number, Model Number, and Item Name concurrently. Currently, it does not appear that all five of those data elements can be carried.


11. PDC 1484A, Proposed Defense Logistics Management Standards (DLMS) Change (PDC) 1484A, Update the Defense Logistics Management Standard 888N, Cataloging New Item Implementation Convention (Cataloging/Supply)

· Due to changing requirements, the Type of Change Code (TOCC) initially being removed during the PDC, has been added back into the DLMS 888N in PDC 1484A.

12. PDC 1485A, Proposed Defense Logistics Management Standards (DLMS) Change (PDC) 1485A, Update the Defense Logistics Management Standard 888M, Cataloging Item Maintenance (Cataloging/Supply)

· Due to changing requirements, the Type of Change Code (TOCC), initially being removed during the PDC, are now included in the DLMS 888M.

13. PDC 1487A, Proposed Defense Logistics Management Standards (DLMS) Change (PDC) 1487A, DLMS 846M, Cataloging Demand Implementation Convention, (Cataloging/Supply)

· Due to changing requirements, the Type of Change Code (TOCC), initially being removed during the PDC, is now included in DLMS 846M.

14. PDC 1519, DLMS 814R Cataloging update to support Action/Task ID

· The purpose of PDC 1519 is to create the Action/Task ID required on the DLMS 814R to support FLIS Modernization.
