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WHEREAS, the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Service (“DRMS”) desires that property being sold as scrap material receive increased scrutiny to ensure that destructive scrapping is being performed in accordance with the requirements of this sales contract; and

WHEREAS, Supplemental Agreement No. 5 of this sale contract, executed on 21 May, 2007, in part required the purchaser to effectively destroy scrap identified as Standard Waste and Scrap Classification (SCL) Codes MUT, MFS and CSI with government personnel performing the certification and verification of the destruction process.
NOW, THEREFORE, it is mutually agreed between the two parties hereto to this modification that:

1. Supplemental Agreement No. 5,  part 4 shall be amended as follows:

Subparagraph a shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following paragraph:
a. Material will be completely destroyed using a process that will input items up to 8’ (foot) X 8’ (foot) in size and result in residue not to exceed 4” (inches) X 4” (inches) in size or effectively destroy the item to prevent reuse, recognition or reconstruction of the item to the satisfactory of the government appointed verifier. Automated size reduction prior to shredding is allowed.

Following subparagraph h, the following subparagraph i will be inserted:
i. The purchaser will provide personnel to act as and perform the duties of certifier in the destruction process. 

a. Training shall consist of candidates completing the DRMS on-line ABC’s of Demil Course and every other year thereafter.
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b. Purchaser shall submit name and address of employees prior to their assuming duties as a certifier. 
c. DRMS will appoint in writing all candidates approved to perform certifier duties.

2. All existing terms and conditions including Supplemental Agreements 1-7 remain in effect.
