* Due to budgetary constraints, many of the computers were acquired
through donations mostly through the Computers for Learning Program
(CFL).

e As of today, 100% of the computers in use at the Granby Jr. Sr. High School
were acquired through donations

v’ The majority of the donated computers were
provided by the CFL program through the dedicated
staff at Westover Air Reserve Base.




How does the CFL program help us?

* Access to computers for public education is no longer a novelty; it is a necessity.

— Acquiring technology skills is essential for students to be successful in college
and ready for employment.

— Technology is necessary to deliver course content in most classes, not only
computer courses. It would be very difficult to effectively today’s curriculum in
content areas, such as English, Mathematics, Science, and Social Studies, etc.
without access to technology.

— The CFL provides the necessary computers for schools to meet the digital
learning needs of students when the local school does not have the financial
resources to do so on their own.
