3A.1. Use ISWM measures of merit to assess the overall health and trends of each installation’s ISWM program and identify potential funding and other resource shortfalls. a. Per capita generation of solid waste (without C&D debris).Population is based on permanent installation personnel unless the installation can provide a more accurate number of personnel during the year.
b. Diversion rate of NHsolid waste (without C&D debris).
c. Diversion rate of C&D debris.
d. Economic benefit of NHsolid waste diversion.
3A.2. Each installation generating more than 1 ton of solid waste per day (based on annual average) will report on metrics.
3A.3. As a minimum, to support the ASD (EI&E) environmental management review for ISWM, the DoD Components will report and track progress on the data elements in Table 2 as part of the environmental compliance program data requirements.
