All Groups have been awarded together, and therefore, the total 10% Guaranteed Minimum contract dollar value is $1,590,000.00
and the 300% Maximum contract dollar value is $238,500,000.00. The guaranteed minimum and maximum, although based on
estimates, are fixed firm dollar amounts, which are calculated as a percentage of 12 months of the Tier 1 and 5-year estimated dollar
values, respectively. The guaranteed minimum covers the entire contract term (inclusive of all tiers) and, once this obligation is met,
there is no further ordering obligation on the part of the Agency regardless of what tier period said obligation is met within. If multiple
groups are awarded under the contract, the aggregate guaranteed minimum and contract maximum dollar values for those groups
apply to the entire contract, and not on a per group basis.
