In the event the Contractor fails to correct such 
objectionable conditions within the time specified by the Contracting Officer, the Government shall 
have the right to terminate the contract in accordance with the “Default” clause of the contract.

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The supplies delivered under this contract shall be transported in delivery conveyances maintained to 
prevent tampering with and /or adulteration or contamination of the supplies, and if applicable, equipped 
to maintain a prescribed temperature. The delivery conveyances shall be subject to inspection by the 
government at all reasonable times and places. When the sanitary conditions of the delivery conveyance 
have led, or may lead to product contamination, adulteration, constitute a health hazard, or the delivery 
conveyance is not equipped to maintain prescribed temperatures, or the transport results in product ‘unfit 
for intended purpose’, supplies tendered for acceptance may be rejected without further inspection. 

252.232-7006 Wide Area WorkFlow Payment Instructions. 

See DoD Class Deviation 2013-O0005, Wide Area WorkFlow Payment Instructions, issued on January 
22, 2013. This deviation authorizes contractors performing work under contracts administered by ONR 
Regional Offices to use PayWeb, while it is being phased out, as an alternate method of sending 
submissions to Wide Area Workflow in addition to the more commonly used methods listed in DFARS 
252.232-7006. This deviation remains in effect until September 30, 2014.
