SUBJECT:  FY2002 Cost Account Codes, Change Letter 2002-2

Enclosed are approved modifications to the FY2002 Official Cost Account Code Structure.  These changes are being made to delete old real property codes in the P700’s that have been replaced with P900 CACs and to better cover antiterrorism/force protection.  Additions are in combating terrorism with related additions to CACs covering minor construction and capital investment equipment.  CAC 936.30 is changed to cover projects exceeding the minor construction threshold with CAC 936.40 being added to cover those projects below the minor contraction threshold.  Some site improvement cost account codes are being deleted and replaced with the minor construction codes.

These changes are effective immediately and are to be incorporated into the FY2002 Official Cost Account Code Structure.

936.11
Security Alterations to Buildings.  Costs for structural improvements to walls, doors, windows, ceilings, etc. for the purpose of physical protection of assets, personnel, or information.  Construction of interior security barriers such as turnstiles, partitions or other impediments to restrict, limit, delay or deny entry into a facility.

936.12
Security Alterations to Structures. Site improvements for the purpose of protection of assets, personnel, or information such as fencing, perimeter area lighting, blast mitigation barriers, vehicle barriers, and special landscaping.
936.13
Safe Havens.  Costs for construction, expansion, or alteration of a safe haven within an office or residence.

936.14
Evacuation Facilities.  Costs for construction, expansion, or alteration of an evacuation facility.

936.21
Security Alterations to Buildings.  Costs for structural improvements to walls, doors, windows, ceilings, etc. for the purpose of physical protection of assets, personnel, or information.  Construction of interior security barriers such as turnstiles, partitions or other impediments to restrict, limit, delay or deny entry into a facility.

Security Alterations to Structures.  Site improvements for the purpose of protection of assets, personnel, or information such as fencing, perimeter area lighting, blast mitigation barriers, vehicle barriers, and special landscaping.

Safe Havens.  Costs for construction, expansion, or alteration of a safe haven within an office or residence.

936.24
Evacuation Facilities.  Costs for construction, expansion, or alteration of an evacuation facility.

Design.  Costs for all in-house design and contract design for minor construction projects with a cost less than the capital investment threshold.

Damage Mitigation Equipment. Procurement, maintenance, and repair of any equipment, substance, or device intended to contain a suspected explosive device or to minimize damage caused by detonation within the container, e.g. containment units, specially constructed trash containers. This category also includes the purchase and installation of fragment retention film regardless of cost.

DLA Security Guards (GS-085s).  All personnel and operating costs associated with DLA Security Guards (GS-085s).

Other Resources.  All personnel and operating costs associated with the conduct of DLA criminal investigations.  

986.20
Physical Security Equipment. Procurement, maintenance, and repair of any item, device, or system used primarily for the purpose of protection of personnel and assets with a cost equal to or greater than the capital threshold. (Summary Level)

986.21
Exterior Surveillance & IDS Equipment. Procurement, expansion, and/or replacement of Closed Circuit Television Systems (CCTV) and Intrusion Detection Systems (IDS) to be installed on the exterior of a facility or along a fence line. Equipment to be installed at OCONUS residences or used for executive protection will be listed under 986.24 or 986.25 as appropriate. CCTV and IDS to be installed on the interior of a building will be listed under cost code 953.13, Access Controls and Alarm Systems.

986.23
Access Controls & Alarm Systems.  Procurement, expansion, and/or replacement of automated access control systems, badging systems, alarms and interior IDS and CCTV systems.

Residential Security Equipment.  Procurement, expansion, and/or replacement of any physical security equipment installed in an OCONUS residence, including but not limited to, CCTV, access control, intrusion detection systems, etc.
986.25
Executive Protection.  Procurement, expansion, and/or replacement of any physical security equipment used to protect a DLA executive at the office or residence.

986.26
Detection Equipment.  Procurement, expansion, and/or replacement of any equipment used to detect illegal or offensive material. Includes x-ray machines used to screen mail and other packages, magnetometers for screening personnel, under-vehicle screening systems, and canines and sniffing devices used to detect explosives, drugs, or other material.

Communications.  Procurement, expansion, and/or replacement of any 

non-law enforcement communication equipment used for force   protection purposes. Examples include pagers, cellular phones, radios, and secure phones. Law enforcement communications equipment will be coded under cost code 953.51, Law Enforcement, as non-labor.

Minor Construction.  Alterations and minor construction projects; the cost of which meets or exceeds the capital investment threshold.
936.30  

Design.  Costs for all in-house design and contract design for minor construction projects with a cost greater than the capital investment threshold.

Antiterrorism/Force Protection.  All equipment, personnel, and activities supporting defensive measures taken to reduce vulnerability to terrorist acts.  See also cost account codes 936.10 and 936.20 (Minor Construction) for site improvements and 986.20 for physical security equipment that meets or exceeds the capital threshold.

Physical Security Equipment.  Procurement, maintenance, and repair of any item, device, or system used primarily for the purpose of protection of personnel and assets - cost must be less than the capital threshold.  Procurement, expansion, and/or replacement of any item, device, or system with a cost equal to or exceeding the capital threshold must use a capital equipment cost code under 986.20, Security Equipment. (Summary level)

953.12
Lighting Systems.  Procurement, maintenance, and repair of emergency lighting systems such as spotlights to illuminate crime scenes.  Neither motion-sensor nor perimeter/area lighting is included in this category (see minor construction (936)).  Equipment to be installed at OCONUS residences or used for executive protection should not be included in this category (see Residential Security and Executive Protection below).

Physical Security Management and Planning.  Costs for personnel who manage physical security programs, resources and assets. (Summary Level)

953.31  
Physical Security Management and Planning.  All costs for physical security managers and planners.  Examples of non-labor costs are travel and training costs not reported under AT/FP Training, Vulnerability Assessments, or Physical Security Survey cost codes.
953.41  
Contract Guards.  All personnel and operating costs associated with contract security guards.

Security and Investigative Matters.  DLA Criminal Investigative Resources, costs for AT/FP Awareness Training, Level 1 through IV, AT/FP Training, AT/FP Vulnerability Assessments, Physical Security Surveys), other resources associated with investigative matters. (Summary Level)

AT/FP Vulnerability Assessments.  All costs associated with the conduct of AT/FP Vulnerability Assessments at DLA activities IAW the Draft DLA Combating Terrorism Program Instruction and Applicable DoD Directives.  Examples include travel for DLA Personnel, contract costs for AT/FP VAs, software programs, digital Cameras, or computer equipment used to conduct VAs or track data.
953.64 
Physical Security Surveys.  All costs associated with the conduct of Physical Security Surveys at DLA activities IAW DLAI 5710.1, DLA Physical Security Program Instruction.  Examples include travel for DLA Personnel, contract costs for AT/FP VAs,  software programs, digital cameras, or computer equipment used to conduct VAs or track data.

Consequence Management.  Preparation for and response to the consequences of a terrorist incident/event.  (Summary Level)

953.71 
Consequence Management.  All costs associated with restoring essential DLA services and providing relief to DLA activities and individuals affected by consequences of CBRNE (Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear Explosive) situations.  Including but not limited to, protective equipment, critical incident response teams and crisis management training.

Other Major Equipment.  Includes major items of equipment not specified elsewhere in 986 (i.e., cranes; lab and test equipment; audio/visual, production, rail, file systems; storage aids; warehouse support equipment; scrap handlers; and site support equipment) as described in DLAI 4500.36.
